VOICE OVER:

A ruthless caste-system rejects and despises children born in poverty.  Once the ‘garbage’ of Indian society, these children have become the Royal kids.  Today they are worship leaders, preachers and evangelists.  The Royal Kids Ministry broadcasts a weekly TV program that is watched by over 2000000 youth, and supported by 24 hour call lines which are manned by children. 

They receive literally thousands of calls every week.  Small groups gather to pray for these needs which are then distributed to nearly 8 thousand child intercessors.\
