SECTION ONE- Compass for Compassion

Pray for God's Workers to serve the poor.

"But when He saw the multitudes, He was moved with
b4 compassion for them...Then He said to His disciples, 'The
| harvest is truly plentiful, but the laborers are few. Therefore pray
for the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into His harvest."
Matthew 9:35-38

"The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few. Heavenly
Father, we ask you in Jesus' name to mobilize Your people
around the world to serve the poor and suffering in
desperate need of Your tangible and eternal compassion.”

Pray for God's Power to serve the poor.

“But if you can do anything, have compassion on us and help us...Jesus took him by the hand and lifted him up, and he

arose...So He said to them, ‘This kind can come out by nothing but prayer and fasting.” Mark 9:22-29

"By Your Spirit, clothe us with your power for service to those in poverty. Empower us with Your strength to
overcome all obstacles as we bring Your hope to those who are living in despair. In Jesus' name."

Pray for God's Love to serve the poor.

“And when he saw him, he had compassion...So he went to him and bandaged his wounds, pouring on oil and wine...Then

Jesus said to him, go and do likewise.” Luke 10:33-37

“Equip us with Your heart of love as we reach out to those who are wounded and suffering. We ask Your
compassion to flow through us to the hurting people of our world. In Jesus’ name.”

SECTION TWO - Petitions for the Poor

Pray for the Salvation of the poor.

“The Spirit of the LORD is upon Me, because He has anointed Me to preach the Good News to the poor; He has sent Me to
heal the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to set at liberty those who are
oppressed.” Luke 4:18

Our Father, anoint us to bring the good news of Jesus Christ to the poor. We pray that they will receive Your gift of
salvation that heals the brokenhearted and brings eternal life to those who receive it. In Jesus’ name.”




Pray for Justice for the poor.
“| know that the LORD will maintain the cause of the afflicted, and justice for the poor.” Psalm 140.12

“We know O God that you are faithful to maintain the cause of the oppressed. Grant justice for the poor and
suffering. Set them free from the forces that abuse and exploit them. In Jesus’ name.”

Pray for Safety for the poor.

Pray for Employment for the poor.
