VOICE OVER:

Going into these places of influence is just the beginning of what God wants to do in, and through, our generation, if we are willing.

God is calling us.

God wants us to be a part of His praying army.

God believes in us even more than we believe in ourselves, and all around the world we can see children beginning to take up the prayer challenge.

In India, a weekly TV programme is run by children.  They present the programmes, perform and pray for people across the nation.  They then speak to children who call in for prayer.  Young intercessors sit outside on the grass and keep praying for every prayer request.

In South Africa, a creative room called a Boiler Room allows children to pray for people around the world, and up north in Egypt, children weep for the difficult situations of the Middle East.

In Pakistan, a prayer group started with a handful of children.  Today, 3000 children are involved in regular prayer and Bible Study.

Young boys in Honduras, lead their peers into times of spiritual warfare and see God doing miracles in their cities.

In the country of Zambia, boys and girls are willing to sit for hours in the hot sun learning about God and praying for their nation and the continent of Africa.  In Uganda, youth will often pray, through the night, for peace in their country.

When Jesus called the children, He said that our faith would be an example.

He said that adults should lean to trust Him like we do.

He said that the kingdom of heaven will grow because of our prayers.  We believe every word, and know that as we pray we are playing our part in making God’s Kingdom come to earth as it is in heaven.
