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Guidelines to Pray the Word 
 

In this form, the Word itself is used as basis for prayer. The Word of God ─ his promises, commands, 

Psalms, New Testamentical prayers, the songs of Revelation etc. ─ is prayed back to God. There is 

spiritual power and authority in the Word. Once E. W. Kenyon said: Fasting and long hours of prayer do 

not build faith ... Reading books about faith and men of faith and their exploits stirs in the heart a deep 

passion for faith, but does not build faith. The Word alone is the source of faith. Andrew Murray wrote: 

Little of the Word with little prayer is death to the spiritual life. Much of the Word with little prayer gives 

a sickly life. Much of prayer with little of the Word gives more life, but without steadfastness. A full 

measure of the Word and prayer each day gives a healthy and powerful life. 

 

This form of prayer can be used individually but is equally powerful if used by a prayer group. The 

following are a number of aspects on which we can focus: 

 

� The Names of God 

� The promises of God 

� The commands of God 

� The apostolic prayers in the New Testament 

� The Psalms 

� Chapters or sections of chapters from Scripture  

� Scripture focusing on the person and character of God 

� The songs of Revelation and other sections for Praise and Worship 

� Biblical theophany 

� Scripture about specific subjects 

  

The “method” is to read the specific Scripture (aloud if possible) and to proclaim it in your prayer, to 

think about it/meditate on it and/or to sing it. Use the Scripture to pray for yourself, your family, your 

congregation, your city, the country and the ends of the earth. Pray for another country every day. Listen, 

look at and read the news and pray for matters that the Lord lays on your hart.  

 

Pray the Word 
Faith comes by hearing the word. (Rm.10:17) Without faith we cannot pray because prayer without faith 

does not please God. (Heb.11:6) God confirms his Word and his promises with an oath. (Heb.6:16-17) 

He cannot be unfaithful to his Word. In the Word God reveals his character to us. The promises in his 

Word are in line with his being and character to which He is never unfaithful and to which He cannot be 

unfaithful. 

 

The Word of God is everlasting, it is an eternal Word – flowers will fall, grass will wither, but the Word 

of the Lord stands eternally (1 Pe.1:24-25). It is impossible for God to perish, and equally impossible for 

his Word perish. The power of the Word is the power of God. The Word has authority because God has 

power and authority. God will never break his Word, just as He will never break his covenant with the 

day and the night. (Jer.33:20) 

 

The Father calls his Son the Word. In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the 

Word was God. (Jn.1:1-2) God binds Himself through his Son to the Word. The Word and the Lamb that 

was slain, standing in the middle of the throne, is the same Person. The Word (written word) has it’s 

authority in the risen, living, triumphant, almighty Jesus. The Word is inspired by God and was not 

thought out by man. (2 Tim.3:16)  

 

The Word of God cannot be bound ─ neither by the dark forces nor the inability of people. (2 Tim.2:9) 

Jails, hospitals, drug dependency, the darkest night, depression and utter poverty, cannot limit the Word 

of God. He who appeals to the Word, appeals to the living Jesus for whom nothing is impossible. 
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The Word of God prayed by a believer and a praying heart, breaks the power of the Evil One, delivers us 

from sin, saves us out of emergency situations and changes the world around us. Hudson Taylor once 

said: “We (Christians) are supernatural people, reborn by a supernatural birth, carried by a supernatural 

force, supported by supernatural food and taught by a supernatural Teacher out of a supernatural Book.” 

 

The Word of God has the power to create and re-create. 

 

Why must we pray the Word? 
� In the Word, God reveals his will. When we pray the Word, we pray God’s will. And when we pray 

according to the will of God, the word teaches us that God will answer. (1 Jn.5:14-15) 

� Books gives knowledge and can bring insight but only reading the Word brings faith. When we pray 

the Word, the Word brings faith into our hearts. (Rm.10:17) 

� Scripture/the Word reveals God’s priorities to us. When we pray according to the Word, we come 

into line with God’s priorities and with it, our lives also comes into line with God’s priorities. 

� There is authority in the Word. When the Father created the universe, He created the Word through 

his Son. The Word spoke a word and there was light and life and people and heavenly bodies. When 

we proclaim the Word in the spiritual sphere today, call it out as a declaration in the spiritual sphere, 

there is power in the Word. The Word has power to give life and to re-create because we appeal to 

the living Word which is capable of keeping its Word and give fulfilment to it. 

� The Word teaches us about God ─ his character, being, power, omnipotence, capabilities and 

attributes. And it is when we understand God better, that we can pray with more faith. Faith is as 

strong as the Person in whom we believe.  

 

A few guidelines that will help you to pray the Word/Scripture 
� Take a Scripture and read it through slowly. Read it out loud if possible. Personalise what you read – 

apply it to yourself where possible. Rewrite the verse or pericope in your own language. Paraphrase 

parts of the verse or pericope. Meditate on it, ponder over it. Look for areas in which to apply it. 

Watch carefully for the emotions coming to the fore in the Scripture. Where applicable, go and do 

what the specific scripture teaches. 

� Acquire one or two good Bible commentaries when you feel the need to make a deeper study of a 

specific Scripture or word. 

� Pray this Scripture or sing it. 

� Many scriptures can be expressed as prayers by referring to God (Father, Son and Holy Spirit) in the 

first person instead of third person. Where he/his is used, replace it with “you”. For instance, Eph.1:3 

reads: “Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in the heavenly 

realms with every spiritual blessing in Christ.” When it is re-written, it will read as follows: “Praise 

be to you our God Father of our Lord Jesus Christ who has blessed us in the heavenly realms with 

every spiritual blessing in Christ.” 

� Mark the prayers in Scripture and pray accordingly. There are many prayers in Scripture of, for 

instance, Moses, Abraham, Jacob, Hannah, David, Solomon, the Psalms, Jesus, Mary, the apostles 

and the songs in Revelation. 

� Mark the names of God in the Bible. These names reveal his character, his power and what God can 

and wants to do. When we pray, let us learn to call unto the name of the Lord who has made more 

than 7 000 promises to us in the Bible. 

� Get yourself a special “prayer” Bible. In that Bible, mark all the Scripture prayers, all the promises, 

the Names of God the commands/instructions of God and every thing else that has to do with your 

prayers.

8 The Lord is compassionate 

and gracious, slow to anger, abounding in love. 

(Ps.103:6, 8) 

 

Righteousness and justice are the foundation of 

your throne; love and faithfulness go before you. 

(Ps.89:14) 

 

6 Your righteousness is like the mighty 

mountains, your justice like the great deep. O 

Lord, you preserve both man and beast. 7 How 

priceless is your unfailing love! Both high and 

low among men  

find refuge in the shadow of your wings. 9 For 

with you is the fountain of life; in your light we 

see light. (Ps.36:6-7, 9) 

 

I will praise God’s name in song and glorify him 

with thanksgiving. (Ps.69:30) 

 

The Lord is upright; he is my Rock, and there is 

no wickedness in him.

4 Look to the Lord and his strength; seek his face 

always. 5 Remember the wonders he has done, 

his miracles, and the judgements he pronounced.

Better the little that the righteous have than the 

wealth of many wicked. (Ps.37:16) 

 

The Mighty One, God, the Lord, speaks and 

summons the earth from the rising of the sun to 

the place where it sets. (Ps.50:1) 

 

Whoever is wise, let him heed these things and 

consider the great love of the Lord. (Ps.107:43) 

 

All your words are true; all your righteous laws 

are eternal. (Ps.119:160) 

 

Then he said, “I am the God of your father, the 

God of Abraham, the God of Isaac and the God 

of Jacob.”

17 Now may the Lord’s strength be displayed, 

just as you have declared: 18 The Lord is slow to 

anger, abounding in love and forgiving sin and 

rebellion. Yet He does not leave the guilty 

unpunished; He punishes the children for the sin 

of the fathers to the third and fourth generation.

You are not a God who takes pleasure in evil; 

with you the wicked cannot dwell. (Ps.5:4) 

 

He forms the hearts of all, He considers 

everything they do. (Ps.33:15) 

 

9 He will not always accuse, nor will he harbour 

his anger forever; 10 He does not treat us as our 

sins deserve or repay us according to our 

iniquities. 11 For as high as the heavens are 

above the earth, so great is His love for those who 

fear Him; 12 as far as the east is from the west, so 

far has He removed our transgressions from us. 

13 As a father has compassion on his children, so 

the Lord has compassion on those who fear Him. 

(Ps.103:9-13) 

 

“Your wickedness will punish you; your 

backsliding will rebuke you. Consider then and 

realise how evil and bitter it is for you when you 

forsake the Lord your God and have no awe of 

me,” declares the Lord, the Lord Almighty. 

(Jer.2:19) 

 

To fear the Lord is to hate evil; I hate pride and 

arrogance, evil behaviour and perverse speech. 

(Pr.8:13) 

 

I said, “O Lord, have mercy on me; heal me, for I 

have sinned against You.” (Ps.41:4) 

 

Those whom I love I rebuke and discipline. So be 

earnest, and repent. (Re.3:19) 

 

Take words with you and return to the Lord. Say 

to Him: “Forgive all our sins and receive us 

graciously, that we may offer the fruit of our 

lips.” (Hos.14:2) 

 

12 For our offenses are many in your sight, and 

our sins testify against us. Our offenses are ever 

with us, and we acknowledge our iniquities: 13 

rebellion and treachery against the Lord, turning 

our backs on our God, fomenting oppression and 

revolt, uttering lies our hearts have conceived. 

(Is.59:12-13) 

 

We have sinned, even as our fathers did; we have 

done wrong and acted wickedly. (Ps.106:6) 
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1 O Lord, do not rebuke me in Your anger or 

discipline me in Your wrath. 2 For Your arrows 

have pierced me, and Your hand has come down 

upon me. 3 Because of Your wrath there is no 

health in my body; my bones have no soundness 

because of my sin. 4 My guilt has overwhelmed 

me like a burden too heavy to bear. (Ps.38:1-4) 

 

21 Then Peter came to Jesus and asked: “Lord, 

how many times shall I forgive my brother when 

he sins against me? Up to seven times?” 22 Jesus 

answered: “I tell you, not seven times, but 

seventy-seven times.” (Mt.18:21-22) 

 

Heal me, o Lord, and I will be healed; save me 

and I will be saved, for you are the one I praise. 

(Jer.17:14) 

 

I, even I, am he who blots out your 

transgressions, for my own sake, and remembers 

your sins no more. (Is.43:25) 

 

The eyes of the Lord are everywhere, keeping 

watch on the wicked and the good. (Pr.15:3) 

 

18 I confess my iniquity; I am troubled by my 

sin. 21 O Lord, do not forsake me; be not far 

from me, o my God. 22 Come quickly to help me, 

o Lord my Saviour. (Ps.38:18, 21-22) 

 

3 Who may ascend the hill of the Lord? Who may 

stand in his holy place? 4 He who has clean hands 

and a pure heart, who does not lift up his soul to 

an idol or swear by what is false. (Ps.24:3-4) 

 

In all that has happened to us, You have been 

just; you have acted faithfully, while we did 

wrong. (Neh.9:33) 

 

But if you fail to do this, you will be sinning 

against the Lord; and you may be sure that your 

sin will find you out. (Nm.32:23) 

 

7 For a brief moment I abandoned you, but with 

deep compassion I will bring you back. 8 In a 

surge of anger I hid my face from you for a 

moment, but with everlasting kindness I will have 

compassion on you,”says the Lord your 

Redeemer. (Is.54:7-8) 

 

7 When my life was ebbing away, I remembered 

you, Lord, and my prayer rose to You, to Your 

holy temple. 8 Those who cling to worthless idols 

forfeit the grace that could be theirs. 9 But I, with 

a song of thanksgiving, will sacrifice to You. 

What I have vowed I will make good. Salvation 

comes from the Lord. (Jn.2:7-9) 

 

5 And you have forgotten that word of 

encouragement that addresses you as sons: “My 

son, do not make light of the Lord’s discipline, 

and do not lose heart when He rebukes you, 6 

because the Lord disciplines those He loves, and 

He punishes everyone He accepts as a son.”

33 When Your people Israel have been defeated 

by an enemy because they have sinned against 

You, and when they turn back to You and confess 

Your name, praying and making supplication to 

You in this temple, 34 then hear from heaven and 

forgive the sin of Your people Israel and bring 

them back to the land You gave to their fathers. 

36 Then hear from heaven and forgive the sin of 

your servants, Your people Israel. Teach them the 

right way to live, and send rain on the land you 

gave Your people for an inheritance.

You have set our iniquities before You, our secret 
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sins in the light of your presence. (Ps.90:8) 

 

Who among you fears the Lord and obeys the 

word of his servant? Let him who walks in the 

dark, who has no light, trust in the name of the 

Lord and rely on his God. (Is.50:10) 

 

Produce fruit in keeping with repentance. 

(Mt.3:8) 

 

He prayed to the Lord: “O Lord, is this not what I 

said when I was still at home? That is why I was 

so quick to flee to Tarshish. I knew that you are a 

gracious and compassionate God, slow to anger 

and abounding in love, a God who relents from 

sending calamity.” (Jn.4:2) 

 

23 I know, o Lord, that a man’s life is not his 

own; it is not for man to direct his steps. 24 

Correct me, Lord, but only with justice ─ not in 

Your anger, lest You reduce me to nothing. 

(Jer.10:23-24) 

 

The crucible for silver and the furnace for gold, 

but the Lord tests the heart. (Pr.17:3) 

 

For a man’s ways are in full view of the Lord, 

and he examines all his paths. (Pr.5:21) 

 

Blessed is the man You discipline, o Lord, the 

man You teach from your law. (Ps.94:12) 

 

12 Who can discern his errors? Forgive my 

hidden faults. 13 Keep Your servant also from 

willful sins; may they not rule over me. Then will 

I be blameless, innocent of great transgression. 

(Ps.19:12) 

 

2 Wash away all my iniquity and cleanse me 

from my sin. 3 For I know my transgressions, and 

my sin is always before me. 4 Against You, You 

only, have I sinned and done what is evil in Your 

sight, so that You are proved right when You 

speak and justified when You judge. 5 Surely I 

was sinful at birth, sinful from the time my 

mother conceived me. (Ps.51:2-5) 

 

8 If we claim to be without sin, we deceive 

ourselves and the truth is not in us. 9 If we 

confess our sins, He is faithful and just and will 

forgive us our sins and purify us from all 

unrighteousness.

12 Restore to me the joy of Your 

salvation and grant me a willing spirit, to sustain 

me. 13 Then I will teach transgressors Your 

ways, and sinners will turn back to You. 14 Save 

me from bloodguilt, o God, the God who saves 

me, and my tongue will sing of Your 

righteousness.

4 Sing to the Lord, you saints of His; praise His 

holy name.

10 I the 

Lord search the heart and examine the mind, to 

reward a man according to his conduct, according 

to what his deeds deserve. (Jer.17:9-10) 

 

12 “Even now,” declares the Lord, “return to Me 

with all your heart, with fasting and weeping and 

mourning. 13 Rend your heart and not your 

garments.

5 Guide me in Your truth and teach me, for you 

are God my Saviour, and my hope is in You all 

day long. 6 Remember, o Lord, Your great mercy 

and love, for they are from of old. (Ps.25:5-6) 

 

All a man’s ways seem right to him, but the Lord 

weighs the heart. (Pr.21:2) 

 

“Come now, let us reason together,” says the 

Lord. “Though your sins are like scarlet, they 

shall be as white as snow; though they are red as 

crimson, they shall be like wool.” (Is.1:18) 

 

1 Come, let us return to the Lord. He has torn us 

to pieces but He will heal us; He has injured us 

but He will bind up our wounds. 2 After two days 

He will revive us; on the third day He will restore 

us, that we may live in His presence. (Hos.6:1-2) 

 

6 If we claim to have fellowship with Him yet 

waLk.in the darkness, we lie and do not live by 

the truth. 7 But if we waLk.in the light, as He is in 

the light, we have fellowship with one another, 

and the blood of Jesus, His Son, purifies us from 

all sin.

Death and Destruction lie open before the Lord ─ 

how much more the hearts of men! (Pr.15:11) 

 

5 You know my folly, o God; my guilt is not 

hidden from You. 6 May those who hope in You 

not be disgraced because of me, o Lord, the Lord 

Almighty; may those who seek You not be put to 

shame because of me, o God of Israel. (Ps.69:5-

Can a mortal be more righteous than God? Can a 

man be more pure than his Maker? (Job 4:17)

his son, so the Lord your God disciplines you. 

(Dt.8:5) 

 

16 There are six things the Lord hates, seven that 

are detestable to Him: 17 haughty eyes, a lying 

tongue, hands that shed innocent blood, 18 a heart 

that devises wicked schemes, feet that are quick 

to rush into evil, 19 a false witness who pours out 

lies and a man who stirs up dissension among 

brothers. (Pr.6:16-19) 

 

This is what the sovereign Lord, the Holy One of 

Israel, says: “In repentance and rest is your 
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salvation, in quietness and trust is your strength, 

but you would have none of it. (Is.30:15) 

 

18 Who is a God like You, who pardons sin and 

forgives the transgression of the remnant of his 

inheritance? You do not stay angry forever but 

delight to show mercy. 19 You will again have 

compassion on us; You will tread our sins 

underfoot and hurl all our iniquities into the 

depths of the sea. (Mic.7:18-19) 

 

Before his downfall a man’s heart is proud, but 

humility comes before honour. (Pr.18:12)

I have swept away your offenses like a cloud, 

your sins like the morning mist.

“Has not my hand made all these things, and so 

they came into being?”declares the Lord. “This is 

the one I esteem: he who is humble and contrite 

in spirit, and trembles at My word. (Is.66:2) 

 

3 He was despised and rejected by men, a man of 

sorrows, and familiar with suffering. Like one 

from whom men hide their faces he was despised, 

and we esteemed him not. 4 Surely he took up 

our infirmities and carried our sorrows, yet we 

considered him stricken by God, smitten by him, 

and afflicted.

8 Good and upright is the Lord; therefore He 

instructs sinners in his ways. 9 He guides the 

humble in what is right and teaches them His 

way. (Ps.25:8-9) 

 

David was conscience-stricken after he had 

counted the fighting men, and he said to the Lord: 

“I have sinned greatly in what I have done. Now, 

o Lord, I beg You, take away the guilt of your 

servant. I have done a very foolish thing.” (2 

Sa.24:10) 

 

Achan replied: “It is true! I have sinned against 

the Lord, the God of Israel. This is what I have 

done. (Jos.7:20) 

 

You deserted the Rock, who fathered you; you 

forgot the God who gave you birth. (Dt.32:18) 
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But the Lord said to Samuel: “Do not consider his 

appearance or his height, for I have rejected him. 

The Lord does not look at the things man looks 

at. Man looks at the outward appearance, but the 

Lord looks at the heart.” (1 Sa.16:7) 

 

He said to Moses: “Please, my Lord, do not hold 

against us the sin we have so foolishly 

committed.” (Nm.12:11)

20 “Do not be afraid,” Samuel replied. “You have 

done all this evil; yet do not turn away from the 

Lord, but serve the Lord with all your heart. 21 Do 

not turn away after useless idols. They can do you 

no good, nor can they rescue you, because they are 

useless.” (1 Sa.12:20-21) 

 

19 The acts of the sinful nature are obvious: sexual 

immorality, impurity and debauchery; 20 idolatry 

and witchcraft; hatred, discord, jealousy, fits of 

rage, selfish ambition, dissensions, factions 21 and 

envy; drunkenness, orgies, and the like. I warn 

you, as I did before, that those who live like this 

will not inherit the kingdom of God. 22 But the 

fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, 

kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23 gentleness and 

self-control.

All other sins a man 

commits are outside his body, but he who sins 

sexually sins against his own body. (1 Cor.6:18) 

 

6 Now these things occurred as examples to keep 

us from setting our hearts on evil things as they 

did. 7 Do not be idolaters, as some of them were; 

as it is written: “The people sat down to eat and 

drink and got up to indulge in pagan revelry.” 8 

We should not commit sexual immorality, as some 

of them did ─ and in one day twenty-three 

thousand of them died. (1 Cor.10:6-8) 

 
1 Josiah was eight years old when he became king, 

and he reigned in Jerusalem thirty-one years. 2 He 

did what was right in the eyes of the Lord and 

walked in the ways of his father David, not turning 

aside to the right or to the left. 27 Because your 

heart was responsive and you humbled yourself 

before God when you heard what he spoke against 

this place and its people, and because you humbled 

yourself before me and tore your robes and wept in 

my presence, I have heard you, declares the Lord. 

(2 Chr.34:1-2, 27) 

 

But Jesus often withdrew to lonely places and 

prayed. (Lk.5:16) 
 

When this became known to the Jews and Greeks 

living in Ephesus, they were all seized with fear, 

and the name of the Lord Jesus was held in high 

honour. (Ac.19:17) 

 

Therefore, I urge you, brothers, in view of God’s 

mercy, to offer your bodies as living sacrifices, 

holy and pleasing to God ─ this is your spiritual 

act of worship. (Rm.12:1) 

 

Enoch walked with God; then he was no more, 

because God took him away. (Gn.5:24) 
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But Noah found favour in the eyes of the Lord. 

(Gn.6:8) 

 
1 The word of the Lord came to me: 13 “My 

people have committed two sins: They have 

forsaken me, the spring of living water, and have 

dug their own cisterns, broken cisterns that cannot 

hold water. (Jer.2:1, 13) 

 
Therefore, holy brothers, who share in the 

heavenly calling, fix your thoughts on Jesus, the 

apostle and high priest whom we confess. 

(Heb.3:1) 

 

Now let the fear of the Lord be upon you. Judge 

carefully, for with the Lord our God there is no 

injustice or partiality or bribery. (2 Chr.19:7) 

 

15 I meditate on your precepts and consider your 

ways. 16 I delight in your decrees; I will not 

neglect your word. 17 Do good to your servant, 

and I will live; I will obey your word. 18 Open my 

eyes that I may see wonderful things in your law. 

(Ps.119:15-18) 

 

6 Do not be anxious about anything, but in 

everything, by prayer and petition, with 

thanksgiving, present your requests to God. 7 And 

the peace of God, which transcends all 

understanding, will guard your hearts and your 

minds in Christ Jesus. (Php.4:6-7) 

 

Therefore, prepare your minds for action; be self-

controlled; set your hope fully on the grace to be 

given you when Jesus Christ is revealed. (1 

Pe.1:13) 

 

To some who were confident of their own 

righteousness and looked down on everybody else, 

Jesus told this parable. (Lk.18:9) 

 
25 Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your 

life, what you will eat or drink; or about your 

body, what you will wear. Is not life more 

important than food, and the body more important 

than clothes? 26 Look at the birds of the air; they 

do not sow or reap or store away in barns, and yet 

your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not 

much more valuable than they? 27 Who of you by 

worrying can add a single hour to his life? 28 And 

why do you worry about clothes? See how the 

lilies of the field grow. They do not labour or spin. 

29 Yet I tell you that not even Solomon in all his 

splendour was dressed like one of these. 30 If that 

is how God clothes the grass of the field, which is 

here today and tomorrow is thrown into the fire, 

will he not much more clothe you, o you of little 

faith?

He gave them these orders: “You must serve 

faithfully and wholeheartedly in the fear of the 

Lord.” (2 Chr.19:9) 

 

Teach me your way, o Lord, and I will waLk.in 

your truth; give me an undivided heart, that I may 

fear your name. (Ps.86:11) 

 

29 “The most important one,” answered Jesus, “is 

this: ‘Hear, o Israel, the Lord our God, the Lord is 

one. 30 Love the Lord your God with all your 

heart and with all your soul and with all your mind 

and with all your strength.’ 31 The second is this: 

‘Love your neighbour as yourself.’ There is no 

commandment greater than these.” 33 To love him 

with all your heart, with all your understanding 

and with all your strength, and to love your 

neighbour as yourself is more important than all 

burnt offerings and sacrifices.” (Mk.12:29-31, 33)

14 As obedient children, do not conform to the evil 

desires you had when you lived in ignorance. 15 

But just as he who called you is holy, so be holy in 

all you do; 16 for it is written: “Be holy, because I 

am holy.” (1 Pe.1:14-16) 

 

44 I am the Lord your God; consecrate yourselves 

and be holy, because I am holy. Do not make 

yourselves unclean by any creature that moves 

about on the ground. 45 I am the Lord who 

brought you up out of Egypt to be your God; 

therefore be holy, because I am holy. (Lev.11:44-

45) 

 

1 The descendants of Judah: Perez, Hezron, Carmi, 

Hur and Shobal. 2 Reaiah son of Shobal was the 

father of Jahath, and Jahath the father of Ahumai 

and Lahad. These were the clans of the Zorathites. 

(1 Cor.4:1-2) 

 

9 People who want to get rich fall into temptation 

and a trap and into many foolish and harmful 

desires that plunge men into ruin and destruction. 

10 For the love of money is a root of all kinds of 

evil. Some people, eager for money, have 

wandered from the faith and pierced themselves 

with many griefs. 11 But you, man of God, flee 

from all this, and pursue righteousness, godliness, 

faith, love, endurance and gentleness. (1 Tim.6:9-

11) 

 

The Lord says: “These people come near to me 

with their mouth and honour me with their lips, but 

their hearts are far from me. Their worship of me 

is made up only of rules taught by men.” (Is.29:13) 

 

46 “Why do you call me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ and do not 

do what I say? 47 I will show you what he is like 

who comes to me and hears my words and puts 

them into practice. 48 He is like a man building a 

house, who dug down deep and laid the foundation 

on rock. When a flood came, the torrent struck that 

house but could not shake it, because it was well 

built. (Lk.6:46-48) 

 

Since you call on a Father who judges each man’s 

work impartially, live your lives as strangers here 

in reverent fear. (1 Pe.1:17) 

 

Observe the commands of the Lord your God, 

walking in his ways and revering him. (Dt.8:6)  

 

37 Jesus replied: “‘Love the Lord your God with 

all your heart and with all your soul and with all 

your mind.’ 38 This is the first and greatest 

commandment. 39 And the second is like it: ‘Love 

your neighbour as yourself.’ 40 All the Law and 

the Prophets hang on these two commandments.” 

(Mt.22:37-40) 

 

18 Dear children, let us not love with words or 

tongue but with actions and in truth. 19 This then 

is how we know that we belong to the truth, and 

how we set our hearts at rest in his presence 20 

whenever our hearts condemn us. For God is 

greater than our hearts, and he knows everything. 

21 Dear friends, if our hearts do not condemn us, 

we have confidence before God 22 and receive 

from him anything we ask, because we obey his 

commands and do what pleases him. (1 Jn.3:18-

22) 
 

He said, “If you listen carefully to the voice of the 

Lord your God and do what is right in his eyes, if 

you pay attention to his commands and keep all his 

decrees, I will not bring on you any of the diseases 

I brought on the Egyptians, for I am the Lord, who 

heals you.” (Ex.15:26) 

 
3 Not only so, but we also rejoice in our 

sufferings, because we know that suffering 

produces perseverance; 4 perseverance, character; 

and character, hope. 5 And hope does not 

disappoint us, because God has poured out his love 

into our hearts by the Holy Spirit, whom he has 

given us. (Rm.5:3-5) 

 

I put in charge of Jerusalem my brother Hanani, 

along with Hananiah the commander of the citadel, 

because he was a man of integrity and feared God 

more than most men do. (Neh.7:2) 

 

15 and I have the same hope in God as these men, 

that there will be a resurrection of both the 

righteous and the wicked. 16 So I strive always to 
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keep my conscience clear before God and man. 

(Ac.24:15-16) 

 

57 May the Lord our God be with us as he was 

with our fathers; may he never leave us nor forsake 

us. 58 May he turn our hearts to him, to waLk.in 

all his ways and to keep the commands, decrees 

and regulations he gave our fathers. 60 so that all 

the peoples of the earth may know that the Lord is 

God and that there is no other. 61 But your hearts 

must be fully committed to the Lord our God, to 

live by his decrees and obey his commands, as at 

this time.” (1 Ki.8:57-58, 60-61) 

 

Hear me, you who know what is right, you people 

who have my law in your hearts: Do not fear the 

reproach of men or be terrified by their insults. 

(Is.51:7) 

 

If you remain in me and my words remain in you, 

ask whatever you wish, and it will be given you. 

(Jn.15:7) 

 

Until now you have not asked for anything in my 

name. Ask and you will receive, and your joy will 

be complete. (Jn.16:24) 

 
16 So I say, live by the Spirit, and you will not 

gratify the desires of the sinful nature. 17 For the 

sinful nature desires what is contrary to the Spirit, 

and the Spirit what is contrary to the sinful nature. 

They are in conflict with each other, so that you do 

not do what you want. 18 But if you are led by the 

Spirit, you are not under law. (Ga.5:16-18) 

 

Do not conform any longer to the pattern of this 

world, but be transformed by the renewing of your 

mind. Then you will be able to test and approve 

what God’s will is ─ his good, pleasing and 

perfect will. (Rm.12:2) 

 
17 I keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus 

Christ, the glorious Father, may give you the Spirit 

of wisdom and revelation, so that you may know 

him better. 18 I pray also that the eyes of your 

heart may be enlightened in order that you may 

know the hope to which he has called you, the 

riches of his glorious inheritance in the saints, 19 

and his incomparably great power for us who 

believe. That power is like the working of his 

mighty strength. (Eph.1:17-19) 

 

In the land of Uz there lived a man whose name 

was Job. This man was blameless and upright; he 

feared God and shunned evil. (Job 1:1) 

 

1 I will sing of your love and justice; to you, o 

Lord, I will sing praise. 2 I will be careful to lead a 

blameless life ─ when will you come to me? I will 

waLk.in my house with blameless heart. 3 I will set 

before my eyes no vile thing. The deeds of 

faithless men I hate; they will not cling to me. 

(Ps.101:1-3)  

 
13 You are the salt of the earth. But if the salt loses 

its saltiness, how can it be made salty again? It is 

no longer good for anything, except to be thrown 

out and trampled by men. 14 You are the light of 

the world. A city on a hill cannot be hidden. 15 

Neither do people light a lamp and put it under a 

bowl. Instead they put it on its stand, and it gives 

light to everyone in the house. 16 In the same way, 

let your light shine before men, that they may see 

your good deeds and praise your Father in heaven. 

(Mt.5:13-16) 

 
1 As a prisoner for the Lord, then, I urge you to 

live a life worthy of the calling you have received. 

2 Be completely humble and gentle; be patient, 

bearing with one another in love. (Eph.4:1-2) 

 

Now all has been heard; here is the conclusion of 

the matter: Fear God and keep his commandments, 

for this is the whole duty of man. (Ecc.12:13) 

 

34 Give me understanding, and I will keep your 

law and obey it with all my heart. 35 Direct me in 

the path of your commands, for there I find 

delight. 36 Turn my heart toward your statutes and 

not toward selfish gain. 37 Turn my eyes away 

from worthless things; preserve my life according 

to your word. (Ps.119:34-37) 

 

12 Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal 

body so that you obey its evil desires. 13 Do not 

offer the parts of your body to sin, as instruments 

of wickedness, but rather offer yourselves to God, 

as those who have been brought from death to life; 

and offer the parts of your body to him as 

instruments of righteousness. (Rm.6:12-13) 

 

Therefore, get rid of all moral filth and the evil that 

is so prevalent and humbly accept the word 

planted in you, which can save you. (Jas.1:21) 
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This is the account of Noah. Noah was a righteous 

man, blameless among the people of his time, and 

he walked with God. (Gn.6:9) 

 

Moses did everything just as the Lord commanded 

him. (Ex.40:16) 

 

1 Vindicate me, o Lord, for I have led a blameless 

life; I have trusted in the Lord without wavering. 2 

Test me, o Lord, and try me, examine my heart and 

my mind. (Ps.26:1-2) 

 

Sow for yourselves righteousness, reap the fruit of 

unfailing love, and break up your unplowed 

ground; for it is time to seek the Lord, until he 

comes and showers righteousness on you. 

(Hos.10:12) 

 

22 You were taught, with regard to your former 

way of life, to put off your old self, which is being 

corrupted by its deceitful desires; 23 to be made 

new in the attitude of your minds; 24 and to put on 

the new self, created to be like God in true 

righteousness and holiness. (Eph.4:22-24) 

 

5 For this very reason, make every effort to add to 

your faith goodness; and to goodness, knowledge; 

6 and to knowledge, self-control; and to self-

control, perseverance; and to perseverance, 

godliness; 7 and to godliness, brotherly kindness; 

and to brotherly kindness, love. 8 For if you 

possess these qualities in increasing measure, they 

will keep you from being ineffective and 

unproductive in your knowledge of our Lord Jesus 

Christ. (2 Pe.1:5-8) 

 
12 Fight the good fight of the faith. Take hold of 

the eternal life to which you were called when you 

made your good confession in the presence of 

many witnesses. 13 In the sight of God, who gives 

life to everything, and of Christ Jesus, who while 

testifying before Pontius Pilate made the good 

confession, I charge you 14 to keep this command 

without spot or blame until the appearing of our 

Lord Jesus Christ, 15 which God will bring about 

in his own time ─ God, the blessed and only Ruler, 

the King of kings and Lord of lords. (1 Tim.6:12-

15) 

 

Do your best to present yourself to God as one 

approved, a workman who does not need to be 

ashamed and who correctly handles the word of 

truth. (2 Tim.2:15) 

 
4 You must obey my laws and be careful to follow 

my decrees. I am the Lord your God. 5 Keep my 

decrees and laws, for the man who obeys them will 

live by them. I am the Lord. (Lev.18:4-5) 

 

If you fear the Lord and serve and obey him and 

do not rebel against his commands, and if both you 

and the king who reigns over you follow the Lord 

your God ─ good! (1 Sa.12:14) 

 

Teach us to number our days aright, that we may 

gain a heart of wisdom. (Ps.90:12) 

 

25 Let your eyes look straight ahead, fix your gaze 

directly before you. 26 Make level paths for your 

feet and take only ways that are firm. 27 Do not 

swerve to the right or the left; keep your foot from 

evil. (Pr.4:25-27) 

 

Apply your heart to instruction and your ears to 

words of knowledge. (Pr.23:12) 

 

Watch and pray so that you will not fall into 

temptation. The spirit is willing, but the body is 

weak. (Mt.26:41) 

 

20 The one who received the seed that fell on 

rocky places is the man who hears the word and at 

once receives it with joy. 21 But since he has no 

root, he lasts only a short time. When trouble or 

persecution comes because of the word, he quickly 

falls away. 22 The one who received the seed that 

fell among the thorns is the man who hears the 

word, but the worries of this life and the 

deceitfulness of wealth choke it, making it 

unfruitful. 23 But the one who received the seed 

that fell on good soil is the man who hears the 

word and understands it. He produces a crop, 

yielding a hundred, sixty or thirty times what was 

sown. (Mt.13:20-23) 

 
1 My son, if you accept my words and store up my 

commands within you, 2 turning your ear to 

wisdom and applying your heart to understanding, 

3 and if you call out for insight and cry aloud for 

understanding, 4 and if you look for it as for silver 

and search for it as for hidden treasure, 5 then you 

will understand the fear of the Lord and find the 

knowledge of God. 9 Then you will understand 

what is right and just and fair ─ every good path. 

10 For wisdom will enter your heart, and 

knowledge will be pleasant to your soul. 11 
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Discretion will protect you, and understanding will 

guard you. (Pr.2:1-5, 9-11) 

 

And you, my son Solomon, acknowledge the God 

of your father, and serve him with wholehearted 

devotion and with a willing mind, for the Lord 

searches every heart and understands every motive 

behind the thoughts. If you seek him, he will be 

found by you; but if you forsake him, he will reject 

you forever.

It does not envy, it 

does not boast, it is not proud. 5 It is not rude, it is 

not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps 

no record of wrongs. 6 Love does not delight in 

evil but rejoices with the truth. 7 It always 

protects, always trusts, always hopes, always 

perseveres. 8 Love never fails. But where there are 

prophecies, they will cease; where there are 

tongues, they will be stilled; where there is 

knowledge, it will pass away. (1 Cor.13:4-8) 

 

9 And this is my prayer: that your love may 

abound more and more in knowledge and depth of 

insight, 10 so that you may be able to discern what 

is best and may be pure and blameless until the 

day of Christ, 11 filled with the fruit of 

righteousness that comes through Jesus Christ ─ to 

the glory and praise of God.

8 What is more, I 

consider everything a loss compared to the 

surpassing greatness of knowing Christ Jesus my 

Lord, for whose sake I have lost all things.

You shall not misuse the name of the Lord your 

God, for the Lord will not hold anyone guiltless 

who misuses his name. (Ex.20:7) 

 

Honor your father and your mother, as the Lord 

your God has commanded you, so that you may 

live long and that it may go well with you in the 

land the Lord your God is giving you. (Dt.5:16) 

 

You shall not murder. (Ex.20:13) 

 

You shall not commit adultery. (Dt.5:18) 

 

You shall not steal. (Ex.20:15) 

 

You shall not give false testimony against your 

neighbour. (Dt.5:20) 
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You shall not covet your neighbour’s house. You 

shall not covet your neighbour’s wife, or his 

manservant or maidservant, his ox or donkey, or 

anything that belongs to your neighbour. 

(Ex.20:17) 

 

3 Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the 

kingdom of heaven. 4 Blessed are those who 

mourn, for they will be comforted. 5 Blessed are 

the meek, for they will inherit the earth. (Mt.5:3-5) 

 

Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for 

righteousness, for they will be filled. (Mt.5:6) 

 

Blessed are the merciful, for they will be shown 

mercy. (Mt.5:7) 

 
8 Blessed are the pure in heart, for they will see 

God. 9 Blessed are the peacemakers, for they will 

be called sons of God. (Mt.5:8-9) 

 

10 Blessed are those who are persecuted because 

of righteousness, for theirs is the kingdom of 

heaven. 11 Blessed are you when people insult 

you, persecute you and falsely say all kinds of evil 

against you because of me. 12 Rejoice and be glad, 

because great is your reward in heaven, for in the 

same way they persecuted the prophets who were 

before you. (Mt.5:10-12) 

 

Both of them were upright in the sight of God, 

observing all the Lord’s commandments and 

regulations blamelessly. (Lk.1:6)  

 
27 But I tell you who hear me: Love your enemies, 

do good to those who hate you, 28 bless those who 

curse you, pray for those who mistreat you. 31 Do 

to others as you would have them do to you. 

(Lk.6:27-28, 31) 

 

I put this in human terms because you are weak in 

your natural selves. Just as you used to offer the 

parts of your body in slavery to impurity and to 

ever-increasing wickedness, so now offer them in 

slavery to righteousness leading to holiness. 

(Rm.6:19) 

 

5 Those who live according to the sinful nature 

have their minds set on what that nature desires; 

but those who live in accordance with the Spirit 

have their minds set on what the Spirit desires. 6 

The mind of sinful man is death, but the mind 

controlled by the Spirit is life and peace. (Rm.8:5-

6) 

 

31 Get rid of all bitterness, rage and anger, 

brawling and slander, along with every form of 

malice. 32 Be kind and compassionate to one 

another, forgiving each other, just as in Christ God 

forgave you. (Eph.4:31-32) 

 

14 Do everything without complaining or arguing, 

15 so that you may become blameless and pure, 

children of God without fault in a crooked and 

depraved generation, in which you shine like stars 

in the universe 16 as you hold out the word of life 

─ in order that I may boast on the day of Christ 

that I did not run or labour for nothing. (Php.2:14-

16) 
 

If you are pleased with me, teach me your ways so 

I may know you and continue to find favour with 

you. Remember that this nation is your people. 

(Ex.33:13) 

 

7 Consecrate yourselves and be holy, because I am 

the Lord your God. 8 Keep my decrees and follow 

them. I am the Lord, who makes you holy. 

(Lev.20:7-8) 

 

Do not profane my holy name. I must be 

acknowledged as holy by the Israelites. I am the 

Lord, who makes you holy. (Lev.22:32) 

 

4 Hear, o Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is 

one. 5 Love the Lord your God with all your heart 

and with all your soul and with all your strength. 

(Dt.6:4-5) 

 

21 My son, preserve sound judgement and 

discernment, do not let them out of your sight; 22 

they will be life for you, an ornament to grace your 

neck. (Pr.3:21-22) 

 

Do not let this Book of the Law depart from your 

mouth; meditate on it day and night, so that you 

may be careful to do everything written in it. Then 

you will be prosperous and successful. (Jos.1:8) 

 

4 I tell you, my friends, do not be afraid of those 

who kill the body and after that can do no more. 5 

But I will show you whom you should fear: Fear 

him who, after the killing of the body, has power 

to throw you into hell. Yes, I tell you, fear him. 

(Lk.12:4-5) 
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Fear the Lord your God, serve him only and take 

your oaths in his name. (Dt.6:13) 

 

But be very careful to keep the commandment and 

the law that Moses the servant of the Lord gave 

you: to love the Lord your God, to waLk.in all his 

ways, to obey his commands, to hold fast to him 

and to serve him with all your heart and all your 

soul. (Jos.22:5) 

 
1 Josiah was eight years old when he became king, 

and he reigned in Jerusalem thirty-one years. His 

mother’s name was Jedidah daughter of Adaiah; 

she was from Bozkath. 2 He did what was right in 

the eyes of the Lord and walked in all the ways of 

his father David, not turning aside to the right or to 

the left. (2 Ki.22:1-2) 

 

Neither before nor after Josiah was there a king 

like him who turned to the Lord as he did ─ with 

all his heart and with all his soul and with all his 

strength, in accordance with all the Law of Moses. 

(2 Ki.23:25) 

 

16 These are the things you are to do: Speak the 

truth to each other, and render true and sound 

judgement in your courts; 17 do not plot evil 

against your neighbour, and do not love to swear 

falsely. I hate all this,” declares the Lord. 

(Zech.8:16-17) 
 

Be careful not to do your ‘acts of righteousness’ 

before men, to be seen by them. If you do, you will 

have no reward from your Father in heaven. 

(Mt.6:1) 

 

Do not be afraid of those who kill the body but 

cannot kill the soul. Rather, be afraid of the One 

who can destroy both soul and body in hell. 

(Mt.10:28) 

 

11 And do this, understanding the present time. 

The hour has come for you to wake up from your 

slumber, because our salvation is nearer now than 

when we first believed. 12 The night is nearly 

over; the day is almost here. So let us put aside the 

deeds of darkness and put on the armor of light. 

(Rm.13:11-12) 

 
3 For though we live in the world, we do not wage 

war as the world does. 4 The weapons we fight 

with are not the weapons of the world. On the 

contrary, they have divine power to demolish 

strongholds. 5 We demolish arguments and every 

pretension that sets itself up against the knowledge 

of God, and we take captive every thought to make 

it obedient to Christ. (2 Cor.10:3-5) 

 

3 But among you there must not be even a hint of 

sexual immorality, or of any kind of impurity, or 

of greed, because these are improper for God’s 

holy people. 4 Nor should there be obscenity, 

foolish taLk.or coarse joking, which are out of 

place, but rather thanksgiving. (Eph.5: 3-4) 

 

8 Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever is 

noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure, 

whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable ─ if 

anything is excellent or praiseworthy ─ think 

about such things. 9 Whatever you have learned or 

received or heard from me, or seen in me ─ put it 

into practice. And the God of peace will be with 

you. (Php.4:8-9) 

 

You are to be holy to me because I, the Lord, am 

holy, and I have set you apart from the nations to 

be my own. (Lev.20:26) 

 

Remember the day you stood before the Lord your 

God at Horeb, when he said to me, “Assemble the 

people before me to hear my words so that they 

may learn to revere me as long as they live in the 

land and may teach them to their children.” 

(Dt.4:10) 

 

Be careful that you do not forget the Lord your 

God, failing to observe his commands, his laws 

and his decrees that I am giving you this day. 

(Dt.8:11) 

 

10 Finally, be strong in the Lord and in his mighty 

power. 11 Put on the full armor of God so that you 

can take your stand against the devil’s schemes. 

(Eph.6:10-11) 

 

But since we belong to the day, let us be self-

controlled, putting on faith and love as a 

breastplate, and the hope of salvation as a helmet. 

(1 Th.5:8) 

 

16 Be joyful always; 17 pray continually; 18 give 

thanks in all circumstances, for this is God’s will 

for you in Christ Jesus. (1 Th.5:16-18) 

 

10 I want to know Christ and the power of his 

resurrection and the fellowship of sharing in his 
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sufferings, becoming like him in his death, 11 and 

so, somehow, to attain to the resurrection from the 

dead. (Php.3:10-11) 

 

22 Do not merely listen to the word, and so 

deceive yourselves. Do what it says. 23 Anyone 

who listens to the word but does not do what it 

says is like a man who looks at his face in a mirror 

24 and, after looking at himself, goes away and 

immediately forgets what he looks like. 25 But the 

man who looks intently into the perfect law that 

gives freedom, and continues to do this, not 

forgetting what he has heard, but doing it ─ he will 

be blessed in what he does. (Jas.1:22-25) 

 

Now that you have purified yourselves by obeying 

the truth so that you have sincere love for your 

brothers, love one another deeply, from the 

heart.(1 Pe.1:22) 

 

Keep all my decrees and all my laws and follow 

them. I am the Lord. (Lev.19:37) 

 

Do not show partiality in judging; hear both small 

and great alike. Do not be afraid of any man, for 

judgement belongs to God. Bring me any case too 

hard for you, and I will hear it. (Dt.1:17) 

 

Solomon asked the Lord: 10 “Give me wisdom 

and knowledge, that I may lead this people, for 

who is able to govern this great people of yours?” 

11 God said to Solomon, “Since this is your 

heart’s desire and you have not asked for wealth, 

riches or honour, nor for the death of your 

enemies, and since you have not asked for a long 

life but for wisdom and knowledge to govern my 

people over whom I have made you king, 12 

therefore wisdom and knowledge will be given 

you. And I will also give you wealth, riches and 

honour, such as no king who was before you ever 

had and none after you will have.” (2 Chr.1:10-12) 

 

41 “Martha, Martha,” the Lord answered, “you are 

worried and upset about many things, 42 but only 

one thing is needed. Mary has chosen what is 

better, and it will not be taken away from her.” 

(Lk.10:41-42) 

 

So you also, when you have done everything you 

were told to do, should say, “We are unworthy 

servants; we have only done our duty.” (Lk.17:10) 

 

As long as it is day, we must do the work of him 

who sent me. Night is coming, when no one can 

work. (Jn.9:4) 

 

1 As God’s fellow workers we urge you not to 

receive God’s grace in vain. 2 For he says, “In the 

time of my favour I heard you, and in the day of 

salvation I helped you.” I tell you, now is the time 

of God’s favour, now is the day of salvation. (2 

Cor.6:1-2) 

 

May he strengthen your hearts so that you will be 

blameless and holy in the presence of our God and 

Father when our Lord Jesus comes with all his 

holy ones. (1 Th.3:13) 

 
6 In this you greatly rejoice, though now for a little 

while you may have had to suffer grief in all kinds 

of trials. 7 These have come so that your faith ─ of 

greater worth than gold, which perishes even 

though refined by fire ─ may be proved genuine 

and may result in praise, glory and honour when 

Jesus Christ is revealed. (1 Pe.1:6-7) 

 

10 But the day of the Lord will come like a thief. 

The heavens will disappear with a roar; the 

elements will be destroyed by fire, and the earth 

and everything in it will be laid bare. 11 Since 

everything will be destroyed in this way, what kind 

of people ought you to be? You ought to live holy 

and godly lives 12 as you look forward to the day 

of God and speed its coming. That day will bring 

about the destruction of the heavens by fire, and 

the elements will melt in the heat. 13 But in 

keeping with his promise we are looking forward 

to a new heaven and a new earth, the home of 

righteousness. 14 So then, dear friends, since you 

are looking forward to this, make every effort to be 

found spotless, blameless and at peace with him.

Asa did what was good and right in the eyes of the 

Lord his God. (2 Chr.14:2) 

 

His heart was devoted to the ways of the Lord; 

furthermore, he removed the high places and the 

Asherah poles from Judah. (2 Chr.17:6) 

 

Then he said to them, “Watch out! Be on your 

guard against all kinds of greed; a man’s life does 

not consist in the abundance of his possessions.” 

(Lk.12:15) 

 

Keep your lives free from the love of money and 

be content with what you have, because God has 
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said, “Never will I leave you; never will I forsake 

you.” (Heb.13:5) 

 

9 The Lord became angry with Solomon because 

his heart had turned away from the Lord, the God 

of Israel, who had appeared to him twice. 10 

Although he had forbidden Solomon to follow 

other gods, Solomon did not keep the Lord’s 

command. (1 Ki.11: 9-10) 

 

20 This is what Hezekiah did throughout Judah, 

doing what was good and right and faithful before 

the Lord his God. 21 In everything that he 

undertook in the service of God’s temple and in 

obedience to the law and the commands, he sought 

his God and worked wholeheartedly. And so he 

prospered. (2 Chr.31:20-21) 

 

Do not let your hearts be troubled. Trust in God; 

trust also in me. (Jn.14:1) 

 

9 As the Father has loved me, so have I loved you. 

Now remain in my love. 10 If you obey my 

commands, you will remain in my love, just as I 

have obeyed my Father’s commands and remain in 

his love. 11 I have told you this so that my joy may 

be in you and that your joy may be complete. 

(Jn.15:9-11) 

 

May I never boast except in the cross of our Lord 

Jesus Christ, through which the world has been 

crucified to me, and I to the world. (Ga.6:14) 

 

13 Let us behave decently, as in the daytime, not 

in orgies and drunkenness, not in sexual 

immorality and debauchery, not in dissension and 

jealousy. 14 Rather, clothe yourselves with the 

Lord Jesus Christ, and do not think about how to 

gratify the desires of the sinful nature. (Rm.13:13-

14) 

 

Since we have these promises, dear friends, let us 

purify ourselves from everything that contaminates 

body and spirit, perfecting holiness out of 

reverence for God. (2 Cor.7:1) 

 
12 For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, 

but against the rulers, against the authorities, 

against the powers of this dark world and against 

the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms. 

13 Therefore put on the full armor of God, so that 

when the day of evil comes, you may be able to 

stand your ground, and after you have done 

everything, to stand. (Eph.6:12-13) 

 

1 Since, then, you have been raised with Christ, set 

your hearts on things above, where Christ is seated 

at the right hand of God. 2 Set your minds on 

things above, not on earthly things. 3 For you died, 

and your life is now hidden with Christ in God. 

(Col.3:1-4) 
 

But after Uzziah became powerful, his pride led to 

his downfall. He was unfaithful to the Lord his 

God, and entered the temple of the Lord to burn 

incense on the altar of incense. (2 Chr.26:16) 

 

12 Otherwise, when you eat and are satisfied, 

when you build fine houses and settle down, 13 

and when your herds and flocks grow large and 

your silver and gold increase and all you have is 

multiplied, 14 then your heart will become proud 

and you will forget the Lord your God, who 

brought you out of Egypt, out of the land of 

slavery. 17 You may say to yourself, “My power 

and the strength of my hands have produced this 

wealth for me.” (Dt.8:12-14, 17) 

 

And whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do 

it all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks 

to God the Father through him. (Col.3:17) 

 

And now, dear children, continue in him, so that 

when he appears we may be confident and 

unashamed before him at his coming. (1 Jn.2:28) 

 

Stop trusting in man, who has but a breath in his 

nostrils. Of what account is he? (Is.2:22) 

 

But the Lord said to Moses and Aaron, “Because 

you did not trust in me enough to honour me as 

holy in the sight of the Israelites, you will not 

bring this community into the land I give them.” 

(Nm.20:12) 

 

So if you faithfully obey the commands I am 

giving you today ─ to love the Lord your God and 

to serve him with all your heart and with all your 

soul. (Dt.11:13) 

 

“If you do not listen, and if you do not set your 

heart to honour my name,” says the Lord 

Almighty, “I will send a curse upon you, and I will 

curse your blessings. Yes, I have already cursed 

them, because you have not set your heart to 

honour me.” (Mal.2:2) 
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Jesus said to him, “Away from me, Satan! For it is 

written: ‘Worship the Lord your God, and serve 

him only.’” (Mt.4:10) 

 

Let us not become weary in doing good, for at the 

proper time we will reap a harvest if we do not 

give up. (Ga.6:9) 

 

And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, with 

whom you were sealed for the day of redemption. 

(Eph.4:30) 

 
12 Therefore, my dear friends, as you have always 

obeyed ─ not only in my presence, but now much 

more in my absence ─ continue to work out your 

salvation with fear and trembling, 13 for it is God 

who works in you to will and to act according to 

his good purpose. (Php.2:12-13) 

 

If you do not carefully follow all the words of this 

law, which are written in this book, and do not 

revere this glorious and awesome name ─ the Lord 

your God. (Dt.28:58) 

 

Serve the Lord with fear and rejoice with 

trembling. (Ps.2:11) 

 

My son, give me your heart and let your eyes keep 

to my ways, (Pr.23:26) 

 

8 Now if we died with Christ, we believe that we 

will also live with him. 9 For we know that since 

Christ was raised from the dead, he cannot die 

again; death no longer has mastery over him. 10 

The death he died, he died to sin once for all; but 

the life he lives, he lives to God. 11 In the same 

way, count yourselves dead to sin but alive to God 

in Christ Jesus. (Rm.6:8-11) 

 

Are you so foolish? After beginning with the 

Spirit, are you now trying to attain your goal by 

human effort? (Ga.3:3) 

 

Do not let any unwholesome taLk.come out of 

your mouths, but only what is helpful for building 

others up according to their needs, that it may 

benefit those who listen. (Eph.4:29) 

 

For you have been born again, not of perishable 

seed, but of imperishable, through the living and 

enduring word of God. (1 Pe.1:23) 

 

Therefore, rid yourselves of all malice and all 

deceit, hypocrisy, envy, and slander of every kind. 

(1 Pe.2:1) 

 
4 On the contrary, we speak as men approved by 

God to be entrusted with the gospel. We are not 

trying to please men but God, who tests our hearts. 

6 We were not looking for praise from men, not 

from you or anyone else. As apostles of Christ we 

could have been a burden to you. (1 Th.2:4, 6) 

 

8 Be self-controlled and alert. Your enemy the 

devil prowls around like a roaring lion looking for 

someone to devour. 9 Resist him, standing firm in 

the faith, because you know that your brothers 

throughout the world are undergoing the same kind 

of sufferings. (1 Pe.5:8-9) 

 
14 Stand firm then, with the belt of truth buckled 

around your waist, with the breastplate of 

righteousness in place, 15 and with your feet fitted 

with the readiness that comes from the gospel of 

peace. 16 In addition to all this, take up the shield 

of faith, with which you can extinguish all the 

flaming arrows of the evil one. 17 Take the helmet 

of salvation and the sword of the Spirit, which is 

the word of God. 18 And pray in the Spirit on all 

occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests. 

With this in mind, be alert and always keep on 

praying for all the saints. (Eph.6:14-18) 

 

5 Your attitude should be the same as that of 

Christ Jesus: 6 Who, being in very nature God, did 

not consider equality with God something to be 

grasped, 7 but made himself nothing, taking the 

very nature of a servant, being made in human 

likeness. 8 And being found in appearance as a 

man, he humbled himself and became obedient to 

death ─ even death on a cross! (Php.2:5-8) 

 

For everyone looks out for his own interests, not 

those of Jesus Christ. (Php.2:21) 

 

Flee the evil desires of youth, and pursue 

righteousness, faith, love and peace, along with 

those who call on the Lord out of a pure heart. (2 

Tim.2:22) 

 

23 Don’t have anything to do with foolish and 

stupid arguments, because you know they produce 

quarrels. 24 And the Lord’s servant must not 

quarrel; instead, he must be kind to everyone, able 

to teach, not resentful. (2 Tim.2:23-24) 
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1 My son, keep my words and store up my 

commands within you. 2 Keep my commands and 

you will live; guard my teachings as the apple of 

your eye. 3 Bind them on your fingers; write them 

on the tablet of your heart. 4 Say to wisdom, “You 

are my sister,” and call understanding your 

kinsman. (Pr.7:1-4) 

 

If you carefully observe all these commands I am 

giving you to follow ─ to love the Lord your God, 

to waLk.in all his ways and to hold fast to him. 

(Dt.11:22)  

 

But you must return to your God; maintain love 

and justice, and wait for your God always. 

(Hos.12:6) 

 

Jesus answered, “It is written: ‘Man does not live 

on bread alone, but on every word that comes from 

the mouth of God.’” (Mt.4:4) 

 

But I tell you: Love your enemies and pray for 

those who persecute you. (Mt.5:44)  

 

So in everything, do to others what you would 

have them do to you, for this sums up the Law and 

the Prophets. (Mt.7:12) 

 

His master replied, ‘Well done, good and faithful 

servant! You have been faithful with a few things; 

I will put you in charge of many things. Come and 

share your master’s happiness!’ (Mt.25:21) 

 

For they loved praise from men more than praise 

from God. (Jn.12:43) 

 

“I am the Lord’s servant,” Mary answered. “May it 

be to me as you have said.” Then the angel left her. 

(Lk.1:38) 

 

But when he asks, he must believe and not doubt, 

because he who doubts is like a wave of the sea, 

blown and tossed by the wind. (Jas.1:6) 
 

Encouraging, comforting and urging you to live 

lives worthy of God, who calls you into his 

kingdom and glory. (1 Th.2:12) 

 

13 For if you live according to the sinful nature, 

you will die; but if by the Spirit you put to death 

the misdeeds of the body, you will live, 14 because 

those who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of 

God. (Rm.8:13-14) 

 

Above all else, guard your heart, for it is the 

wellspring of life. (Pr.4:23) 

 

Therefore do not worry about tomorrow, for 

tomorrow will worry about itself. Each day has 

enough trouble of its own. (Mt.6:34) 

 

So you also must be ready, because the Son of 

Man will come at an hour when you do not expect 

him. (Mt.24:44) 
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Apostolic Prayers from the books Acts to Jude 
 

The following is a list of prayers by the apostles 

in the new Testament, excluding Revelation. 

These prayers gives us an idea what the apostles 

prayed for. Note that there are no 

“negative”elements in these prayers. When we 

start using these Scriptures as basis for our 

prayers, we will learn to pray like the apostles. 

Use these prayers to pray for the community, the 

country and the nations. 

 

23 On their release, Peter and John went back to 

their own people and reported all that the chief 

priests and elders had said to them. 24 When they 

heard this, they raised their voices together in 

prayer to God. “Sovereign Lord,” they said, “you 

made the heaven and the earth and the sea, and 

everything in them. 25 You spoke by the Holy 

Spirit through the mouth of your servant, our 

father David: ‘Why do the nations rage and the 

peoples plot in vain? 26 The kings of the earth 

take their stand and the rulers gather together 

against the Lord and against his Anointed One.’ 

27 Indeed Herod and Pontius Pilate met together 

with the Gentiles and the people of Israel in this 

city to conspire against your holy servant Jesus, 

whom you anointed. 28 They did what your 

power and will had decided beforehand should 

happen. 29 Now, Lord, consider their threats and 

enable your servants to speak your word with 

great boldness. 30 Stretch out your hand to heal 

and perform miraculous signs and wonders 

through the name of your holy servant Jesus.” 31 

After they prayed, the place where they were 

meeting was shaken. And they were all filled 

with the Holy Spirit and spoke the word of God 

boldly. (Ac.4:23-31) 

 

55 But Stephen, full of the Holy Spirit, looked up 

to heaven and saw the glory of God, and Jesus 

standing at the right hand of God. 56 “Look,”he 

said, “I see heaven open and the Son of man 

standing at the right hand of God.” 57 At this 

they covered their ears and, yelling at the top of 

their voices, they all rushed at him, 58 dragged 

him out of the city and began to stone him. 

Meanwhile, the witnesses laid their clothes at the 

feet of a young man named Saul. 59 While they 

were stoning him, Stephen prayed: “Lord Jesus, 

receive my spirit.” 60 Then he fell on his knees 

and cried out: “Lord, do not hold this sin against 

them.” When he had said this, he died. (Ac.7:55-

60) 

 

8 First, I thank my God through Jesus Christ for 

all of you, because your faith is being reported all 

over the world. 9 God, whom I serve with my 

whole heart in preaching the gospel of his Son, is 

my witness how constantly I remember you 10 in 

my prayers at all times; and I pray that now at last 

by God’s will the way may be opened for me to 

come to you. 11 I long to see you so that I may 

impart to you some spiritual gift to make you 

strong. (Rm.1:8-11) 

 

1 Brothers, my heart’s desire and prayer to God 

for the Israelites is that they may be saved. 2 For I 

can testify about them that they are zealous for 

God, but their zeal is not based on knowledge. 3 

Since they did not know the righteousness that 

comes from God and sought to establish their 

own, they did not submit to God’s righteousness. 

4 Christ is the end of the law so that there may be 

righteousness for everyone who believes. 

(Rm.10:1-4) 

 

33 Oh, the depth of the riches of the wisdom and 

knowledge of God! How unsearchable his 

judgements, and his paths beyond tracing out! 34 

Who has known the mind of the Lord? Or who 

has been his counsellor? 35 Who has ever given 

to God, that God should repay him? 36 For from 

him and through him and to him are all things. To 

him be the glory forever! Amen. (Rm.11:33-36)

with one heart and mouth you may glorify the 

God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Accept one another, then, just as Christ accepted 

you, in order to bring praise to God. (Rm.15:5-7) 

 

May the God of hope fill you with all joy and 

peace as you trust in him, so that you may 

overflow with hope by the power of the Holy 

Spirit.

Spirit. 5 There are different kinds of service, but 

the same Lord. 6 There are different kinds of 

working, but the same God works all of them in all 

men. 7 Now to each one the manifestation of the 

Spirit is given for the common good. (1 Cor.12:4-

7) 

 

1 If I speak in the tongues of men and of angels, 

but have not love, I am only a resounding gong or 

a clanging cymbal. 2 If I have the gift of prophecy 

and can fathom all mysteries and all knowledge, 

and if I have a faith that can move mountains, but 

have not love, I am nothing. 3 If I give all I 

possess to the poor and surrender my body to the 

flames, but have not love, I gain nothing. (1

6 All of us have become like one who is unclean, 

and all our righteous acts are like filthy rags; we 

all shrivel up like a leaf, and like the wind our sins 

sweep us away. 8 Yet, o Lord, you are our Father. 

We are the clay, you are the potter; we are all the 

work of your hand. (Is.64:6, 8) 

 
37 Then he said to his disciples, “The harvest is 

plentiful but the workers are few. 38 Ask the Lord 

of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into 

his harvest field.” (Mt.9:37-38) 

 

If my people, who are called by my name, will 

humble themselves and pray and seek my face and 

turn from their wicked ways, then will I hear from 

heaven and will forgive their sin and will heal their 

land. (2 Chr.7:14) 

 

18 As you sent me into the world, I have sent them 

into the world. 20 My prayer is not for them alone. 

I pray also for those who will believe in me 

through their message. (Jn.17:18, 20) 

 

3 Defend the cause of the weak and fatherless;

10 Whoever loves his brother lives in the light, and 

there is nothing in him to make him stumble. 11 

But whoever hates his brother is in the darkness 

and walks around in the darkness; he does not 

know where he is going, because the darkness has 

blinded him.

May the Lord make your love increase and 

overflow for each other and for everyone else, just 

as ours does for you.

great multitude that no one could count, from 

every nation, tribe, people and language, standing 

before the throne and in front of the Lamb. They 

were wearing white robes and were holding palm 

branches in their hands. 10 And they cried out in a 

loud voice: “Salvation belongs to our God, who 

sits on the throne, and to the Lamb.” 11 All the 

angels were standing around the throne and around 

the elders and the four living creatures. They fell 

down on their faces before the throne and 

worshiped God, 12 saying: “Amen! Praise and 

glory and wisdom and thanks and honour and 

power and strength be to our God for ever and 

ever. Amen!” 13 Then one of the elders asked me: 

“These in white robes ─ who are they, and where 

did they come from?” 14 I answered: “Sir, you 

know.”And he said: “These are they who have 

come out of the great tribulation; they have 

washed their robes and made them white in the 

blood of the Lamb. 15 Therefore, they are before 

the throne of God and serve him day and night in 

his temple; and he who sits on the throne will 

spread his tent over them. 16 Never again will they 

hunger; never again will they thirst. The sun will 

not beat upon them, nor any scorching heat. 17 For 

the Lamb at the centre of the throne will be their 

shepherd; he will lead them to springs of living 

water. And God will wipe away every tear from 

their eyes.” (Re.7:9-17) 

 

15 The seventh angel sounded his trumpet, and

there were loud voices in heaven, which said: “The 

kingdom of the world has become the kingdom of 

our Lord and of his Christ, and he will reign for 

ever and ever.” 16 And the twenty-four elders, 

who were seated on their thrones before God, fell 

on their faces and worshiped God, 17 saying: “We 

give thanks to you, Lord God Almighty, the One 

who is and who was, because you have taken your 

great power and have begun to reign.

11 They overcame him by the 

blood of the Lamb and by the word of their 

testimony; they did not love their lives so much as 

to shrink from death. 12 Therefore rejoice, you 

heavens and you who dwell in them! But woe to 

the earth and the sea, because the devil has gone 

down to you! He is filled with fury, because he 

knows that his time is short.” (Re.12:10-12) 
 

1 I saw in heaven another great and marvellous 

sign: seven angels with the seven last plagues ─ 

last, because with them God’s wrath is completed. 

2 And I saw what looked like a sea of glass mixed 

with fire and, standing beside the sea, those who 

had been victorious over the beast and his image 

and over the number of his name. They held harps 

given them by God 3 and sang the song of Moses 

the servant of God and the song of the Lamb: 

“Great and marvellous are your deeds, Lord God 

Almighty. Just and true are your ways, King of the 

ages. 4 Who will not fear you, o Lord, and bring 

glory to your name? For you alone are holy. All 

nations will come and worship before you, for 

your righteous Ac.have been revealed.”5 After this 

I looked and in heaven the temple, that is, the 

tabernacle of the Testimony, was opened. 6 Out of 

the temple came the seven angels with the seven 

plagues. They were dressed in clean, shining linen 

and wore golden sashes around their chests. 7 

Then one of the four living creatures gave to the 

seven angels seven golden bowls filled with the 

wrath of God, who lives for ever and ever. 8 And 

the temple was filled with smoke from the glory of 

God and from his power, and no one could enter 

the temple until the seven plagues of the seven 

angels were completed. (Re.15:1-8) 

 

4 The third angel poured out his bowl on the rivers 

and springs of water, and they became blood. 5 

Then I heard the angel in charge of the waters say: 

“You are just in these judgements, you who are 

and who were, the Holy One, because you have so 

judged; 6 for they have shed the blood of your 

saints and prophets, and you have given them 

blood to drink as they deserve.” 7 And I heard the 

altar respond: “Yes, Lord God Almighty, true and 

just are your judgements.” (Re.16:4-7) 
 

1 After this I heard what sounded like the roar of a 

great multitude in heaven shouting: “Hallelujah! 

Salvation and glory and power belong to our God, 

2 for true and just are his judgements. He has 

condemned the great prostitute who corrupted the 

earth by her adulteries. He has avenged on her the 

blood of his servants.” 3 And again they shouted: 

“Hallelujah! The smoke from her goes up for ever 

and ever.” 4 The twenty-four elders and the four 

living creatures fell down and worshiped God, 

who was seated on the throne. And they cried: 

“Amen, Hallelujah!” 5 Then a voice came from the 

throne, saying: “Praise our God, all you his 

servants, you who fear him, both small and great!” 

6 Then I heard what sounded like a great 

multitude, like the roar of rushing waters and like 

loud peals of thunder, shouting: “Hallelujah! For 

our Lord God Almighty reigns. 7 Let us rejoice 

and be glad and give him glory! For the wedding 

of the Lamb has come, and his bride has made 

herself ready. 8 Fine linen, bright and clean, was 

given her to wear.” (Re.19:1-8) 
 

16 “I, Jesus, have sent my angel to give you this 

testimony for the churches. I am the Root and the 

Offspring of David, and the bright Morning Star.” 

17 The Spirit and the bride say: “Come!” And let 

him who hears say: “Come!” Whoever is thirsty, 

let him come; and whoever wishes, let him take 

the free gift of the water of life. 20 He who 

testifies to these things says: “Yes, I am coming 

soon.”

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Biblical Revelations of Jesus 
 

These sections can be used when we are in 

worrship to understand better who and how God 

is, how He wants us to think about Him. We can 

also use these sections with Jabez’s prayer when 

we call on the Name of the Lord. 

 

10 On the Lord’s day I was in the Spirit, and I 

heard behind me a loud voice like a trumpet, 11 

which said: “Write on a scroll what you see and 

send it to the seven churches: to Ephesus, Smyrna, 

Pergamum, Thyatira, Sardis, Philadelphia and 

Laodicea.” 12 I turned around to see the voice that 

was speaking to me. And when I turned I saw 

seven golden lamp stands, 13 and among the lamp 

stands was someone like a son of man, dressed in a 

robe reaching down to his feet and with a golden 

sash around his chest. 14 His head and hair were 

white like wool, as white as snow, and his eyes 

were like blazing fire. 15 His feet were like bronze 

glowing in a furnace, and his voice was like the 

sound of rushing waters. 16 In his right hand he 

held seven stars, and out of his mouth came a 

sharp double-edged sword. His face was like the 

sun shining in all its brilliance. 17 When I saw 

him, I fell at his feet as though dead. Then he 

placed his right hand on me and said: “Do not be 

afraid. I am the First and the Last. 18 I am the 

Living One; I was dead, and behold I am alive for 

ever and ever! And I hold the keys of death and 

Hades.” (Re.1:10-18) 

 

2 At once I was in the Spirit, and there before me 

was a throne in heaven with someone sitting on it. 

3 And the one who sat there had the appearance of 

jasper and carnelian. A rainbow, resembling an 

emerald, encircled the throne. 4 Surrounding the 

throne were twenty-four other thrones, and seated 

on them were twenty-four elders. They were 

dressed in white and had crowns of gold on their 

heads. 5 From the throne came flashes of 

lightning, rumblings and peals of thunder. Before 

the throne, seven lamps were blazing. These are 

the seven spirits of God. 6 Also before the throne 

there was what looked like a sea of glass, clear as 

crystal. In the centre, around the throne, were four 

living creatures, and they were covered with eyes, 

in front and in back. 7 The first living creature was 

like a lion, the second was like an ox, the third had 

a face like a man, the fourth was like a flying 

eagle. 8 Each of the four living creatures had six 

wings and was covered with eyes all around, even 

under his wings. Day and night they never stop 

saying: “Holy, holy, holy is the Lord God 

Almighty, who was, and is, and is to come.” 

(Re.4:2-8) 

 

11 I saw heaven standing open and there before me 

was a white horse, whose rider is called Faithful 

and True. With justice he judges and makes war. 

12 His eyes are like blazing fire, and on his head 

are many crowns. He has a name written on him 

that no one knows but he himself. 13 He is dressed 

in a robe dipped in blood, and his name is “The 

Word of God.” 14 The armies of heaven were 

following him, riding on white horses and dressed 

in fine linen, white and clean. 15 Out of his mouth 

comes a sharp sword with which to strike down the 

nations. He will rule them with an iron sceptre. He 

treads the winepress of the fury of the wrath of 

God Almighty. 16 On his robe and on his thigh he 

has this name written: “King of kings and Lord of 

Lords.” (Re.19:11-16) 

  

2 I saw the Holy City, the new Jerusalem, coming 

down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride 

beautifully dressed for her husband. 3 And I heard 

a loud voice from the throne saying: “Now the 

dwelling of God is with men, and he will live with 

them. They will be his people, and God himself 

will be with them and be their God. 4 He will wipe 

every tear from their eyes. There will be no more 

death or mourning or crying or pain, for the old 

order of things has passed away.” 5 He who was 

seated on the throne said: “I am making everything 

new!” Then he said: “Write this down, for these 

words are trustworthy and true.” 6 He said to me: 

“It is done. I am the Alpha and the Omega, the 

Beginning and the End. To him who is thirsty I 

will give to drink without cost from the spring of 

the water of life. 7 He who overcomes will inherit 

all this, and I will be his God and he will be my 

son. 8 But the cowardly, the unbelieving, the vile, 

the murderers, the sexually immoral, those who 

practice magic arts, the idolaters and all liars ─ 

their place will be in the fiery lake of burning 

sulphur. This is the second death.” 9 One of the 

seven angels who had the seven bowls full of the 

seven last plagues came and said to me: “Come, I 

will show you the bride, the wife of the Lamb.” 10 

And he carried me away in the Spirit to a mountain 
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great and high, and showed me the Holy City, 

Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God. 

11 It shone with the glory of God, and its brilliance 

was like that of a very precious jewel, like a jasper, 

clear as crystal. 12 It had a great, high wall with 

twelve gates, and with twelve angels at the gates. 

On the gates were written the names of the twelve 

tribes of Israel. 13 There were three gates on the 

east, three on the north, three on the south and 

three on the west. 14 The wall of the city had 

twelve foundations, and on them were the names 

of the twelve apostles of the Lamb. 15 The angel 

who talked with me had a measuring rod of gold to 

measure the city, its gates and its walls. 16 The 

city was laid out like a square, as long as it was 

wide. He measured the city with the rod and found 

it to be 12 000 stadia in length, and as wide and 

high as it is long. 17 He measured its wall and it 

was 144 cubits thick, by man’s measurement, 

which the angel was using. 18 The wall was made 

of jasper, and the city of pure gold, as pure as 

glass. 19 The foundations of the city walls were 

decorated with every kind of precious stone. The 

first foundation was jasper, the second sapphire, 

the third chalcedony, the fourth emerald, 20 the 

fifth sardonyx, the sixth carnelian, the seventh 

chrysolite, the eighth beryl, the ninth topaz, the 

tenth chrysoprase, the eleventh jacinth, and the 

twelfth amethyst. 21 The twelve gates were twelve 

pearls, each gate made of a single pearl. The great 

street of the city was of pure gold, like transparent 

glass. 22 I did not see a temple in the city, because 

the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are its 

temple. 23 The city does not need the sun or the 

moon to shine on it, for the glory of God gives it 

light, and the Lamb is its lamp. 24 The nations will 

waLk.by its light, and the kings of the earth will 

bring their splendour into it. 25 On no day will its 

gates ever be shut, for there will be no night there. 

26 The glory and honour of the nations will be 

brought into it. 27 Nothing impure will ever enter 

it, nor will anyone who does what is shameful or 

deceitful, but only those whose names are written 

in the Lamb’s book of life. 1 Then the angel 

showed me the river of the water of life, as clear as 

crystal, flowing from the throne of God and of the 

Lamb 2 down the middle of the great street of the 

city. On each side of the river stood the tree of life, 

bearing twelve crops of fruit, yielding its fruit 

every month. And the leaves of the tree are for the 

healing of the nations. 3 No longer will there be 

any curse. The throne of God and of the Lamb will 

be in the city, and his servants will serve him. 4 

They will see his face, and his name will be on 

their foreheads. 5 There will be no more night. 

They will not need the light of a lamp or the light 

of the sun, for the Lord God will give them light. 

And they will reign for ever and ever. (Re.21:2-

22:5) 

 
9 As I looked, thrones were set in place, and the 

Ancient of days took his seat. His clothing was as 

white as snow; the hair of his head was white like 

wool. His throne was flaming with fire, and its 

wheels were all ablaze. 10 A river of fire was 

flowing, coming out from before him. Thousands 

upon thousands attended him; ten thousand times 

ten thousand stood before him. The court was 

seated, and the books were opened. 11 Then I 

continued to watch because of the boastful words 

the horn was speaking. I kept looking until the 

beast was slain and its body destroyed and thrown 

into the blazing fire. 12 The other beasts had been 

stripped of their authority, but were allowed to live 

for a period of time. 13 In my vision at night I 

looked, and there before me was one like a son of 

man, coming with the clouds of heaven. He 

approached the Ancient of days and was led into 

his presence. 14 He was given authority, glory and 

sovereign power; all peoples, nations and men of 

every language worshiped him. His dominion is an 

everlasting dominion that will not pass away, and 

his kingdom is one that will never be destroyed. 

(Dn.7:9-14) 

  

1 In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord 

seated on a throne, high and exalted, and the train 

of his robe filled the temple. 2 Above him were 

seraphs, each with six wings: with two wings they 

covered their faces, with two they covered their 

feet, and with two they were flying. 3 And they 

were calling to one another: “Holy, holy, holy is 

the Lord Almighty; the whole earth is full of his 

glory.” 4 At the sound of their voices the doorposts 

and thresholds shook and the temple was filled 

with smoke. 5 “Woe to me!”I cried, “I am ruined! 

For I am a man of unclean lips, and I live among a 

people of unclean lips, and my eyes have seen the 

King, the Lord Almighty.” 6 Then one of the 

seraphs flew to me with a live coal in his hand, 

which he had taken with tongs from the altar. 7 

With it he touched my mouth and said: “See, this 

has touched your lips; your guilt is taken away and 

your sin atoned for.” 8 Then I heard the voice of 

the Lord saying: “Whom shall I send? And who 

will go for us?” And I said: “Here am I. Send me!” 

9 He said: “Go and tell this people, ‘Be ever 

hearing, but never understanding; be ever seeing, 
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but never perceiving.’” (Is.6:1-9) 

  

4 I looked, and I saw a windstorm coming out of 

the north ─ an immense cloud with flashing 

lightning and surrounded by brilliant light. The 

centre of the fire looked like glowing metal, 5 and 

in the fire was what looked like four living 

creatures. In appearance their form was that of a 

man, 6 but each of them had four faces and four 

wings. 7 Their legs were straight; their feet were 

like those of a calf and gleamed like burnished 

bronze. 8 Under their wings on their four sides 

they had the hands of a man. All four of them had 

faces and wings, 9 and their wings touched one 

another. Each one went straight ahead; they did not 

turn as they moved. 10 Their faces looked like 

this: each of the four had the face of a man, and on 

the right side each had the face of a lion, and on 

the left the face of an ox; each also had the face of 

an eagle. 11 Such were their faces. Their wings 

were spread out upward; each had two wings, one 

touching the wing of another creature on either 

side, and two wings covering its body. 12 Each 

one went straight ahead. Wherever the spirit would 

go, they would go, without turning as they went. 

13 The appearance of the living creatures was like 

burning coals of fire or like torches. Fire moved 

back and forth among the creatures; it was bright, 

and lightning flashed out of it. 14 The creatures 

sped back and forth like flashes of lightning. 15 As 

I looked at the living creatures, I saw a wheel on 

the ground beside each creature with its four faces. 

16 This was the appearance and structure of the 

wheels: they sparkled like chrysolite, and all four 

looked alike. Each appeared to be made like a 

wheel intersecting a wheel. 17 As they moved, 

they would go in any one of the four directions the 

creatures faced; the wheels did not turn about as 

the creatures went. 18 Their rims were high and 

awesome, and all four rims were full of eyes all 

around. 19 When the living creatures moved, the 

wheels beside them moved; and when the living 

creatures rose from the ground, the wheels also 

rose. 20 Wherever the spirit would go, they would 

go, and the wheels would rise along with them, 

because the spirit of the living creatures was in the 

wheels. 21 When the creatures moved, they also 

moved; when the creatures stood still, they also 

stood still; and when the creatures rose from the 

ground, the wheels rose along with them, because 

the spirit of the living creatures was in the wheels. 

22 Spread out above the heads of the living 

creatures was what looked like an expanse, 

sparkling like ice, and awesome. 23 Under the 

expanse their wings were stretched out one toward 

the other, and each had two wings covering its 

body. 24 When the creatures moved, I heard the 

sound of their wings, like the roar of rushing 

waters, like the voice of the Almighty, like the 

tumult of an army. When they stood still, they 

lowered their wings. 25 Then there came a voice 

from above the expanse over their heads as they 

stood with lowered wings. 26 Above the expanse 

over their heads was what looked like a throne of 

sapphire, and high above on the throne was a 

figure like that of a man. 27 I saw that from what 

appeared to be his waist up he looked like glowing 

metal, as if full of fire, and that from there down 

he looked like fire; and brilliant light surrounded 

him. 28 Like the appearance of a rainbow in the 

clouds on a rainy day, so was the radiance around 

him. This was the appearance of the likeness of the 

glory of the Lord. When I saw it, I fell facedown, 

and I heard the voice of one speaking. (Ez.1:4-28) 

 

18 Then Moses said: “Now show me your glory.” 

19 And the Lord said: “I will cause all my 

goodness to pass in front of you, and I will 

proclaim my name, the Lord, in your presence. I 

will have mercy on whom I will have mercy, and I 

will have compassion on whom I will have 

compassion.” (Ex.33:18-19) 

 

5 Then the Lord came down in the cloud and stood 

there with him and proclaimed his name, the Lord. 

6 And he passed in front of Moses, proclaiming: 

“The Lord, the Lord, the compassionate and 

gracious God, slow to anger, abounding in love 

and faithfulness, 7 maintaining love to thousands, 

and forgiving wickedness, rebellion and sin. Yet 

he does not leave the guilty unpunished; he 

punishes the children and their children for the sin 

of the fathers to the third and fourth generation.” 

(Ex.34:5-7)
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Prayers of Jesus 
 

The prayers in this section give us guidelines on 

how we can pray. These Scriptures reveal to us the 

will of God and teaches us what and how Jesus 

and the apostles prayed. Let us follow them and 

use the contents of these prayers as the basis of 

our own prayers. 

 

9 This, then, is how you should pray: “Our Father 

in heaven, hallowed be your name, 10 your 

kingdom come, your will be done on earth as it is 

in heaven. 11 Give us today our daily bread. 12 

Forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven our 

debtors. 13 And lead us not into temptation, but 

deliver us from the evil one.”14 For if you forgive 

men when they sin against you, your heavenly 

Father will also forgive you. 15 But if you do not 

forgive men their sins, your Father will not forgive 

your sins. (Mt.6:9-15) 

 

25 At that time Jesus said: “I praise you, Father, 

Lord of heaven and earth, because you have 

hidden these things from the wise and learned, and 

revealed them to little children. 26 Yes, Father, for 

this was your good pleasure. 27 All things have 

been committed to me by my Father. No one 

knows the Son except the Father, and no one 

knows the Father except the Son and those to 

whom the Son chooses to reveal him.” (Mt.11:25-

27) 

 

39 Going a little farther, he fell with his face to the 

ground and prayed: “My Father, if it is possible, 

may this cup be taken from me. Yet not as I will, 

but as you will.” 40 Then he returned to his 

disciples and found them sleeping. “Could you 

men not keep watch with me for one hour?” he 

asked Peter. 41 “Watch and pray so that you will 

not fall into temptation. The spirit is willing, but 

the body is weak.” 42 He went away a second time 

and prayed: “My Father, if it is not possible for 

this cup to be taken away unless I drink it, may 

your will be done.”43 When he came back, he 

again found them sleeping, because their eyes 

were heavy. 44 So he left them and went away 

once more and prayed the third time, saying the 

same thing. (Mt.26:39-44) 

  

1 After Jesus said this, he looked toward heaven 

and prayed: “Father, the time has come. Glorify 

your Son, that your Son may glorify you. 2 For 

you granted him authority over all people that he 

might give eternal life to all those you have given 

him. 3 Now this is eternal life: that they may know 

you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom 

you have sent. 4 I have brought you glory on earth 

by completing the work you gave me to do. 5 And 

now, Father, glorify me in your presence with the 

glory I had with you before the world began. 6 I 

have revealed you to those whom you gave me out 

of the world. They were yours; you gave them to 

me and they have obeyed your word. 7 Now they 

know that everything you have given me comes 

from you. 8 For I gave them the words you gave 

me and they accepted them. They knew with 

certainty that I came from you, and they believed 

that you sent me. 9 I pray for them. I am not 

praying for the world, but for those you have given 

me, for they are yours. 10 All I have is yours, and 

all you have is mine. And glory has come to me 

through them. 11 I will remain in the world no 

longer, but they are still in the world, and I am 

coming to you. Holy Father, protect them by the 

power of your name ─ the name you gave me ─ so 

that they may be one as we are one. 12 While I 

was with them, I protected them and kept them 

safe by that name you gave me. None has been lost 

except the one doomed to destruction so that 

Scripture would be fulfilled. 13 I am coming to 

you now, but I say these things while I am still in 

the world, so that they may have the full measure 

of my joy within them. 14 I have given them your 

word and the world has hated them, for they are 

not of the world any more than I am of the world. 

15 My prayer is not that you take them out of the 

world but that you protect them from the evil one. 

16 They are not of the world, even as I am not of 

it. 17 Sanctify them by the truth; your word is 

truth. 18 As you sent me into the world, I have sent 

them into the world. 19 For them I sanctify myself, 

that they too may be truly sanctified. 20 My prayer 

is not for them alone. I pray also for those who 

will believe in me through their message, 21 that 

all of them may be one, Father, just as you are in 

me and I am in you. May they also be in us so that 

the world may believe that you have sent me. 22 I 

have given them the glory that you gave me, that 

they may be one as we are one: 23 I in them and 

you in me. May they be brought to complete unity 

to let the world know that you sent me and have 

loved them even as you have loved me. 24 Father, 
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I want those you have given me to be with me 

where I am, and to see my glory, the glory you 

have given me because you loved me before the 

creation of the world. 25 Righteous Father, though 

the world does not know you, I know you, and 

they know that you have sent me. 26 I have made 

you known to them, and will continue to make you 

known in order that the love you have for me may 

be in them and that I myself may be in them.” 

(Jn.17:1-26)
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Promises for Specific Situations 
 

These are only a few promises from scripture, 

there are literally thousands more. We must learn 

to start living for the Lord out of these promises. It 

is important to note the conditions and commands 

which accompanies the promises of God. The 

promises are coupled to God’s commands and 

conditions. We cannot claim the promises for 

ourselves if we do not meet the conditions. 

 

Answers to prayer: God listens to and answers 

our prayers 
Before they call I will answer; while they are still 

speaking I will hear. (Is.65:24) 

 

Call to me and I will answer you and tell you great 

and unsearchable things you do not know. 

(Jer.33:3) 

 

22 “Have faith in God,” Jesus answered. 23 “I tell 

you the truth, if anyone says to this mountain, ‘Go, 

throw yourself into the sea,’ and does not doubt in 

his heart but believes that what he says will 

happen, it will be done for him. 24 Therefore I tell 

you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that 

you have received it, and it will be yours.” (Mk.11: 

22-24) 

 

Until now you have not asked for anything in my 

name. Ask and you will receive, and your joy will 

be complete. (Jn.16:24)

(Php.4:6-7) 

 

25 Who of you by worrying can add a single hour 

to his life? 26 Since you cannot do this very little 

thing, why do you worry about the rest? (Lk.12:25-

6 Humble yourselves, therefore, under God’s 

mighty hand, that he may lift you up in due time.

Cast all your anxiety on him because he cares for 

you. (1 Pe.5:6-7) 

 

1 Listen to my prayer, o God, do not ignore my 

plea; 2 hear me and answer me. My thoughts 

trouble me and I am distraught. (Ps.55:1-2) 

 

7 He upholds the cause of the oppressed and gives 

food to the hungry.

23 If the Lord delights in a man’s way, he makes 

his steps firm; 24 though he stumble, he will not 

fall, for the Lord upholds him with his hand. 

(Ps.37:23-24)  

 

Those who look to him are radiant; their faces are 

never covered with shame. (Ps.34:5) 

 

Can a mother forget the baby at her breast and 

have no compassion on the child she has borne? 

Though she may forget, I will not forget you!

Keep your lives free from the love of money and 

be content with what you have, because God has 

said: “Never will I leave you; never will I forsake 

you.”

For I am the Lord, your God, who takes hold of

But he said to me: “My grace is sufficient for you, 

for my power is made perfect in weakness.” 

Therefore I will boast all the more gladly about my 

weaknesses, so that Christ’s power may rest on 

me. (2 Cor.12:9) 

 

In the same way, the Spirit helps us in our 

weakness. We do not know what we ought to pray 

for, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us with 

groans that words cannot express. (Rm.8:26) 
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So we say with confidence: “The Lord is my 

helper; I will not be afraid. What can man do to 

me?” (Heb.13:6) 

 

You, dear children, are from God and have 

overcome them, because the one who is in you is 

greater than the one who is in the world. (1 Jn.4:4) 

 

Teach (The Lord will teach us)  
8 Good and upright is the Lord; therefore he 

instructs sinners in his ways. 9 He guides the 

humble in what is right and teaches them his way. 

(Ps.25:8-9) 

 
12 Who, then, is the man that fears the Lord? He 

will instruct him in the way chosen for him. 13 He 

will spend his days in prosperity, and his 

descendants will inherit the land.

The fear of the Lord teaches a man wisdom, and 

humility comes before honour. (Pr.15:33) 

 

Justification  
God made him who had no sin to be sin for us, so 

that in him we might become the righteousness of 

God. (2 Cor.5:21) 

 

But if Christ is in you, your body is dead because 

of sin, yet your spirit is alive because of 

righteousness. (Rm.8:10) 

 

It is because of him that you are in Christ Jesus, 

who has become for us wisdom from God ─ that 

is, our righteousness, holiness and redemption. (1 

Cor.1:30) 

 

21 But now a righteousness from God, apart from 

law, has been made known, to which the Law and 

the Prophets testify. 22 This righteousness from 

God comes through faith in Jesus Christ to all who 

believe. (Rm.3:21-22) 

 

4 Now when a man works, his wages are not 

credited to him as a gift, but as an obligation. 5 

However, to the man who does not work but trusts 

God who justifies the wicked, his faith is credited 

as righteousness. (Rm.4:4-5) 

 

For if, by the trespass of the one man, death 

reigned through that one man, how much more 

will those who receive God’s abundant provision 

of grace and of the gift of righteousness reign in 

life through the one man, Jesus Christ. (Rm.5:17) 

 

Struggle against the Evil One  
The Lord is faithful, and he will strengthen and 

protect you from the evil one. (2 Th.3:3) 

 

The Lord will rescue me from every evil attack 

and will bring me safely to his heavenly kingdom. 

To him be glory for ever and ever! Amen. (2 

Tim.4:18) 

 

For he has rescued us from the dominion of 

darkness and brought us into the kingdom of the 

Son he loves. (Col.1:13) 

 

And having disarmed the powers and authorities, 

he made a public spectacle of them, triumphing 

over them by the cross. (Col.2:15) 

 

We know that anyone born of God does not 

continue to sin; the one who was born of God 

keeps him safe, and the evil one cannot harm him. 

(1 Jn.5:18) 

 

38 For I am convinced that neither death nor life, 

neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor 

the future, nor any powers, 39 neither height nor 

depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able 

to separate us from the love of God that is in Christ 

Jesus our Lord.

18 The Lord is close to the broken-hearted and 

saves those who are crushed in spirit.

1 I lift up my eyes to the hills ─ where does my 

help come from? 2 My help comes from the Lord, 

the Maker of heaven and earth.

o my God. Do not let me be put to shame, nor let 

my enemies triumph over me. 3 No one whose 

hope is in you will ever be put to shame, but they 

will be put to shame who are treacherous without 

excuse. (Ps.25:1-3) 

 

19 See how my enemies have increased and how 

fiercely they hate me! 20 Guard my life and rescue 

me; let me not be put to shame, for I take refuge in 

you. 21 May integrity and uprightness protect me, 

because my hope is in you. 22 Redeem Israel, o 

God, from all their troubles!

(Ps.112:7) 

 

Then you will call, and the Lord will answer; you 

will cry for help, and he will say: Here am I. “If 

you do away with the yoke of oppression, with the 

pointing finger and malicious talk.” (Is.58:9) 

 

The name of the Lord is a strong tower; the 

righteous run to it and are safe. (Pr.18:10) 

 

He will guard the feet of his saints, but the wicked 

will be silenced in darkness. It is not by strength 

that one prevails. (1 Sa.2:9) 

 

1 Those who trust in the Lord are like Mount Zion, 

which cannot be shaken but endures forever. 2 As 

the mountains surround Jerusalem, so the Lord 

surrounds his people both now and forevermore. 

(Ps.125:1-2)  

 

3 Surely he will save you from the fowler’s snare 

and from the deadly pestilence. 4 He will cover 

you with his feathers, and under his wings you will 

find refuge; his faithfulness will be your shield and 

rampart. (Ps.91:3-4) 

 

11 For he will command his angels concerning you 

to guard you in all your ways; 12 they will lift you 

up in their hands, so that you will not strike your 

foot against a stone. (Ps.91:11-12) 

 

18 The Lord is close to the broken-hearted and 

saves those who are crushed in spirit. 19 A 

righteous man may have many troubles, but the 

Lord delivers him from them all. (Ps.34:18-19) 

 

1 1 lift up my eyes to the hills ─ where does my 

help come from? 2 My help comes from the Lord, 

the Maker of heaven and earth. 3 He will not let 

your foot slip ─ he who watches over you will not 

slumber; 4 indeed, he who watches over Israel will 

neither slumber nor sleep. 5 The Lord watches 

over you ─ the Lord is your shade at your right 

hand; 6 the sun will not harm you by day, nor the 

moon by night. 7 The Lord will keep you from all 

harm ─ he will watch over your life; 8 the Lord 

will watch over your coming and going both now 

and forevermore. (Ps.121:1-8)  

 

Worries 
It is typical of man to worry and therefore God 

provided in his Word for times when we will be full 

of worries. In the Sermon on the mount, we read 

that Jesus said the following to his disciples: 25 

“Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your life, 

what you will eat or drink; or about your body, 

what you will wear. Is not life more important than 

food, and the body more important than clothes? 

26 Look at the birds of the air; they do not sow or 

reap or store away in barns, and yet your heavenly 
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Father feeds them. Are you not much more 

valuable than they? 27 Who of you by worrying 

can add a single hour to his life? 28 And why do 

you worry about clothes? See how the lilies of the 

field grow. They do not labour or spin. 29 Yet I 

tell you that not even Solomon in all his splendour 

was dressed like one of these. 30 If that is how 

God clothes the grass of the field, which is here 

today and tomorrow is thrown into the fire, will he 

not much more clothe you, o you of little faith? 31 

So do not worry, saying, ‘What shall we eat?’ or 

‘What shall we drink?’ or ‘What shall we wear?’ 

32 For the pagans run after all these things, and 

your heavenly Father knows that you need them. 

33 But seek first his kingdom and his 

righteousness, and all these things will be given to 

you as well. 34 Therefore do not worry about 

tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about itself. 

Each day has enough trouble of its own.” 

(Mt.6:25-34) 

 

6 Do not be anxious about anything, but in 

everything, by prayer and petition, with 

thanksgiving, present your requests to God. 7 And 

the peace of God, which transcends all 

understanding, will guard your hearts and your 

minds in Christ Jesus. (Php.4:6-7) 

 

25 Who of you by worrying can add a single hour 

to his life? 26 Since you cannot do this very little 

thing, why do you worry about the rest? (Lk.12:25-

26)  

 

6 Humble yourselves, therefore, under God’s 

mighty hand, that he may lift you up in due time. 7 

Cast all your anxiety on him because he cares for 

you. (1 Pe.5:6-7) 

 

1 Listen to my prayer, o God, do not ignore my 

plea; 2 hear me and answer me. My thoughts 

trouble me and I am distraught. (Ps.55:1-2) 

 

7 He upholds the cause of the oppressed and gives 

food to the hungry. The Lord sets prisoners free, 8 

the Lord gives sight to the blind, the Lord lifts up 

those who are bowed down, the Lord loves the 

righteous. 9 The Lord watches over the alien and 

sustains the fatherless and the widow, but he 

frustrates the ways of the wicked. (Ps.146:7-9) 

 

It is for freedom that Christ has set us free. Stand 

firm, then, and do not let yourselves be burdened 

again by a yoke of slavery. (Ga.5:1)  

 

28 Come to me, all you who are weary and 

burdened, and I will give you rest. 29 Take my 

yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am gentle 

and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your 

souls. 30 For my yoke is easy and my burden is 

light. (Mt.11:28-30) 

 

Suffering and attacks by others 
Suffering, hardships and temptations are not 

always negative. More and more Christians re-

discover that God uses this to teach and to bring 

us closer to him. God often uses this as spiritual 

discipline in our lives. Therefore David wrote: 71 

“It was good for me to be afflicted so that I might 

learn your decrees. 75 I know, o Lord, that your 

laws are righteous, and in faithfulness you have 

afflicted me.” (Ps. 119:71, 75) 

 

9 For it seems to me that God has put us apostles 

on display at the end of the procession, like men 

condemned to die in the arena. We have been 

made a spectacle to the whole universe, to angels 

as well as to men. 10 We are fools for Christ, but 

you are so wise in Christ! We are weak, but you 

are strong! You are honoured, we are dishonoured! 

11 To this very hour we go hungry and thirsty, we 

are in rags, we are brutally treated, we are 

homeless. 12 We work hard with our own hands. 

When we are cursed, we bless; when we are 

persecuted, we endure it; 13 when we are 

slandered, we answer kindly. Up to this moment 

we have become the scum of the earth, the refuse 

of the world. (1 Cor.4:9-13) 

 

23 Are they servants of Christ? (I am out of my 

mind to taLk.like this.) I am more. I have worked 

much harder, been in prison more frequently, been 

flogged more severely, and been exposed to death 

again and again. 24 Five times I received from the 

Jews the forty lashes minus one. 25 Three times I 

was beaten with rods, once I was stoned, three 

times I was shipwrecked, I spent a night and a day 

in the open sea, 26 I have been constantly on the 

move. I have been in danger from rivers, in danger 

from bandits, in danger from my own countrymen, 

in danger from Gentiles; in danger in the city, in 

danger in the country, in danger at sea; and in 

danger from false brothers. 27 I have laboured and 

toiled and have often gone without sleep; I have 

known hunger and thirst and have often gone 

without food; I have been cold and naked. 28 

Besides everything else, I face daily the pressure 

of my concern for all the churches. 29 Who is 
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weak, and I do not feel weak? Who is led into sin, 

and I do not inwardly burn? (2 Cor.11:23-29) 

 

39 The salvation of the righteous comes from the 

Lord; he is their stronghold in time of trouble. 40 

The Lord helps them and delivers them; he 

delivers them from the wicked and saves them, 

because they take refuge in him. (Ps.37:39-40) 

 

Blessed is the man who perseveres under trial, 

because when he has stood the test, he will receive 

the crown of life that God has promised to those 

who love him. (Jas.1:12)  

 
Not only so, but we also rejoice in our sufferings, 

because we know that suffering produces 

perseverance; (Rm.5:3)  

 

Consider it pure joy, my brothers, whenever you 

face trials of many kinds, (Jas.1:2) 

 

4 There is an inheritance that can never perish, 

spoil or fade ─ kept in heaven for you, 5 who 

through faith are shielded by God’s power until the 

coming of the salvation that is ready to be revealed 

in the last time. 6 In this you greatly rejoice, 

though now for a little while you may have had to 

suffer grief in all kinds of trials. 7 These have 

come so that your faith ─ of greater worth than 

gold, which perishes even though refined by fire ─ 

may be proved genuine and may result in praise, 

glory and honour when Jesus Christ is revealed. (1 

Pe.1:4-7) 

 

I will save you from the hands of the wicked and 

redeem you from the grasp of the cruel. 

(Jer.15:21) 

  

1 The Lord is my light and my salvation ─ whom 

shall I fear? The Lord is the stronghold of my life 

─ of whom shall I be afraid? 2 When evil men 

advance against me to devour my flesh, when my 

enemies and my foes attack me, they will stumble 

and fall. (Ps.27:1-2)  

 

 Do not repay evil with evil or insult with insult, 

but with blessing, because to this you were called 

so that you may inherit a blessing. (1 Pe.3:9)  

 

31 What, then, shall we say in response to this? If 

God is for us, who can be against us? 32 He who 

did not spare his own Son, but gave him up for us 

all ─ how will he not also, along with him, 

graciously give us all things? (Rm.8:31-32) 

 

13 Moses answered the people, “Do not be afraid. 

Stand firm and you will see the deliverance the 

Lord will bring you today. The Egyptians you see 

today you will never see again. 14 The Lord will 

fight for you; you need only to be still.” (Ex.14:13-

14) 

 

10 Blessed are those who are persecuted because 

of righteousness, for theirs is the kingdom of 

heaven. 11 Blessed are you when people insult 

you, persecute you and falsely say all kinds of evil 

against you because of me. 12 Rejoice and be glad, 

because great is your reward in heaven, for in the 

same way they persecuted the prophets who were 

before you. (Mt.5:10-12)  

 

12 But before all this, they will lay hands on you 

and persecute you. They will deliver you to 

synagogues and prisons, and you will be brought 

before kings and governors, and all on account of 

my name. 13 This will result in your being 

witnesses to them. 14 But make up your mind not 

to worry beforehand how you will defend 

yourselves.

Do not be afraid of what you are about to suffer. I 

tell you, the devil will put some of you in prison to 

test you, and you will suffer persecution for ten 

days. Be faithful, even to the point of death, and I 

will give you the crown of life. (Re.2:10) 

 

Failure, defeat and helplessness 
There is no Christian who does not know 

something of the road of failure, defeat and 

helplessness. Paul knew that road and wrote about 

it in various of his letters. Listen to what he wrote 

to the Corinthians: 7 “But we have this treasure in 

jars of clay to show that this all-surpassing power 

is from God and not from us. 8 We are hard 

pressed on every side, but not crushed; perplexed, 

but not in despair; 9 persecuted, but not 

abandoned; struck down, but not destroyed. 10 We 

always carry around in our body the death of 

Jesus, so that the life of Jesus may also be revealed 

in our body.” (2 Cor.4:7-10) 

 

3 We put no stumbling block in anyone’s path, so 

that our ministry will not be discredited. 4 Rather, 

as servants of God we commend ourselves in 

every way: in great endurance; in troubles, 

hardships and distresses; 5 in beatings, 
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imprisonments and riots; in hard work, sleepless 

nights and hunger; 6 in purity, understanding, 

patience and kindness; in the Holy Spirit and in 

sincere love; 7 in truthful speech and in the power 

of God; with weapons of righteousness in the right 

hand and in the left; 8 through glory and 

dishonour, bad report and good report; genuine, 

yet regarded as impostors; 9 known, yet regarded 

as unknown; dying, and yet we live on; beaten, and 

yet not killed; 10 sorrowful, yet always rejoicing; 

poor, yet making many rich; having nothing, and 

yet possessing everything. (2 Cor.6:3-10) 

 

Do not let your hearts be troubled. Trust in God; 

trust also in me. (Jn.14:1) 

 

He heals the broken-hearted and binds up their 

wounds. (Ps.147:3) 

 

And we know that in all things God works for the 

good of those who love him, who have been called 

according to his purpose. (Rm.8:28)  

 
For I am the Lord, your God, who takes hold of 

your right hand and says to you, Do not fear; I will 

help you. (Is.41:13)  

 

But he said to me, “My grace is sufficient for you, 

for my power is made perfect in weakness.” 

Therefore I will boast all the more gladly about my 

weaknesses, so that Christ’s power may rest on 

me. (2 Cor.12:9) 

 

In the same way, the Spirit helps us in our 

weakness. We do not know what we ought to pray 

for, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us with 

groans that words cannot express. (Rm.8:26)  

 
So we say with confidence, “The Lord is my 

helper; I will not be afraid.

1 God is our refuge and strength, an ever-present 

help in trouble. 2 Therefore we will not fear, 

though the earth give way and the mountains fall 

into the heart of the sea, 3 though its waters roar 

and foam. (Ps.46:1-3) 

 

3 In the morning, o Lord, you hear my voice; in 

the morning I lay my requests before you and wait 

in expectation. 4 You are not a God who takes 

pleasure in evil; with you the wicked cannot dwell. 

7 But I, by your great mercy, will come into your 

house; in reverence will I bow down toward your 

holy temple. 8 Lead me, o Lord, in your 

righteousness because of my enemies ─ make 

straight your way before me. 11 But let all who 

take refuge in you be glad; let them ever sing for 

joy. Spread your protection over them, that those 

who love your name may rejoice in you. (Ps.5:3-4, 

7-8, 11) 

  

143 Trouble and distress have come upon me, but 

your commands are my delight. 144 Your statutes 

are forever right; give me understanding that I may 

live. (Ps.119:143-144) 

 

5 Your attitude should be the same as that of 

Christ Jesus: 6 Who, being in very nature God, did 

not consider equality with God something to be 

grasped, 7 but made himself nothing, taking the 

very nature of a servant, being made in human 

likeness. 8 And being found in appearance as a 

man, he humbled himself and became obedient to 

death ─ even death on a cross! 9 Therefore God 

exalted him to the highest place and gave him the 

name that is above every name. (Php.2:5-9) 

 

2 Hear my prayer, o God; listen to the words of my 

mouth. 3 Strangers are attacking me; ruthless men 

seek my life ─ men without regard for God. Selah 

(Ps.54:2-3) 

 

9 But he said to me, “My grace is sufficient for 

you, for my power is made perfect in weakness.” 

Therefore I will boast all the more gladly about my 

weaknesses, so that Christ’s power may rest on 

me. 10 That is why, for Christ’s sake, I delight in 

weaknesses, in insults, in hardships, in 

persecutions, in difficulties.

Depression 
So many people experience times of depression 

and days where everything becomes too much. 

Listen to the encouraging words of the prophet 

Isaiah when he prophesised and referred to Jesus 

hundreds of years before the coming of Christ to 

the world: 1 “The Spirit of the sovereign Lord is 

on me, because the Lord has anointed me to preach 

good news to the poor. He has sent me to bind up 

the broken-hearted, to proclaim freedom for the 

captives and release from darkness for the 

prisoners, 2 to proclaim the year of the Lord’s 

favour and the day of vengeance of our God, to 

comfort all who mourn, 3 and provide for those 

who grieve in Zion ─ to bestow on them a crown 

of beauty instead of ashes, the oil of gladness 

instead of mourning, and a garment of praise 

instead of a spirit of despair. They will be called 

oaks of righteousness, a planting of the Lord for 

the display of his splendour.” (Is.61:1-3) 

 

Why are you downcast, o my soul? Why so 

disturbed within me? Put your hope in God, for I 

will yet praise him, my Saviour and my God. 

(Ps.43:5) 

 

My flesh and my heart may fail, but God is the 

strength of my heart and my portion forever. 

(Ps.73:26) 

 

23 If the Lord delights in a man’s way, he makes 

his steps firm; 24 though he stumble, he will not 

fall, for the Lord upholds him with his hand. 

(Ps.37:23-24) 

 

This poor man called, and the Lord heard him; he 

saved him out of all his troubles. (Ps.34:6) 

 

Can a mother forget the baby at her breast and 

have no compassion on the child she has borne? 

Though she may forget, I will not forget you! 

(Is.49:15) 

 

Keep your lives free from the love of money and 

be content with what you have, because God has 

said, “Never will I leave you; never will I forsake 

you.” (Heb.13:5) 

 

Blessed are you who hunger now, for you will be 

satisfied. Blessed are you who weep now, for you 

will laugh. (Lk.6:21) 

 

8 By day the Lord directs his love, at night his 

song is with me ─ a prayer to the God of my life. 9 

I say to God my Rock, “Why have you forgotten 

me? Why must I go about mourning, oppressed by 

the enemy?” (Ps.42:8-9) 

 

But may all who seek you rejoice and be glad in 

you; may those who love your salvation always 

say, “The Lord be exalted!” (Ps.40:16) 

 

20 We wait in hope for the Lord; he is our help 

and our shield. 21 In him our hearts rejoice, for we 

trust in his holy name. (Ps.33:20-21) 

 

He heals the broken-hearted and binds up their 

wounds. (Ps.147:3) 

 

Peace I leave with you; my peace I give you. I do 

not give to you as the world gives. Do not let your 

hearts be troubled and do not be afraid. (Jn.14:27) 

 

For it is God who works in you to will and to act 

according to his good purpose. (Php.2:13) 

 

Give thanks in all circumstances, for this is God’s 

will for you in Christ Jesus. (1 Th.5:18) 

 

For our light and momentary troubles are 

achieving for us an eternal glory that far outweighs 

them all. (2 Cor.4:17) 

 

12 Dear friends, do not be surprised at the painful 

trial you are suffering, as though something 

strange were happening to you. 13 But rejoice that 

you participate in the sufferings of Christ, so that 

you may be overjoyed when his glory is revealed. 

(1 Pe.4:12-13) 

 

The ransomed of the Lord will return. They will 

enter Zion with singing; everlasting joy will crown 

their heads. Gladness and joy will overtake them, 

and sorrow and sighing will flee away. (Is.51:11)

(Pr.10:22) 

 

Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and 

perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set before 

him endured the cross, scorning its shame, and sat 

down at the right hand of the throne of God. 

(Heb.12:2) 

 

You, dear children, are from God and have 

overcome them, because the one who is in you is 

greater than the one who is in the world. (1 Jn.4:4) 

 

Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever is 

noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure, 

whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable ─ if 

anything is excellent or praiseworthy ─ think 

about such things. (Php.4:8) 

 

He reached down from on high and took hold of 

me; he drew me out of deep waters. (2 Sa.22:17) 

 

But he knows the way that I take. (Job.23:10) 

 

Together with everyone seeking the Lord’s 

guidance and protection, I now proclaim and 

declare: 7 The Lord will keep you from all harm ─ 

he will watch over your life; 8 the Lord will watch 

over your coming and going both now and 

forevermore. (Ps.121:7-8)  

 

Unless the Lord builds the house, its builders 

labour in vain. Unless the Lord watches over the 

city, the watchmen stand guard in vain. (Ps.127:1) 

 

1 The Lord is my light and my salvation ─ whom 

shall I fear? The Lord is the stronghold of my life 

─ of whom shall I be afraid? 2 When evil men 

advance against me to devour my flesh, when my 

enemies and my foes attack me, they will stumble 

and fall. 3 Though an army besiege me, my heart 

will not fear; though war break out against me, 

even then will I be confident. 4 One thing I ask of 

the Lord, this is what I seek: that I may dwell in 

the house of the Lord all the days of my life, to 

gaze upon the beauty of the Lord and to seek him 

in his temple. 5 For in the day of trouble he will 

keep me safe in his dwelling; he will hide me in 

the shelter of his tabernacle and set me high upon a 

rock. 6 Then my head will be exalted above the 

enemies who surround me; at his tabernacle will I 

sacrifice with shouts of joy; I will sing and make 

music to the Lord.

In his great mercy he has given us 

new birth into a living hope through the 

resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, 4 and 

into an inheritance that can never perish, spoil or 

fade ─ kept in heaven for you, 5 who through faith 

are shielded by God’s power until the coming of 

the salvation that is ready to be revealed in the last 

time. 6 In this you greatly rejoice, though now for 

a little while you may have had to suffer grief in 

all kinds of trials.

rest also rests from his own work, just as God did 

from his. 11 Let us, therefore, make every effort to 

enter that rest, so that no one will fall by following 

their example of disobedience. (Heb.4:9-11) 

 

You will keep in perfect peace him whose mind is 

steadfast, because he trusts in you. (Is.26:3) 

 

Great peace have they who love your law, and 

nothing can make them stumble. (Ps.119:165) 

  

3 For though we live in the world, we do not wage 

war as the world does. 4 The weapons we fight 

with are not the weapons of the world. On the 

contrary, they have divine power to demolish 

strongholds. 5 We demolish arguments and every 

pretension that sets itself up against the knowledge 

of God, and we take captive every thought to make 

it obedient to Christ.

Needs 

 

All of us needs money to survive. Millions in our 

country and many more in other countries have 

financial needs. We live in a world where money 

has become more important than God.

He promised to 

take care of his children and as proof, Christ paid 

the full price for us. Remember, your needs are not 

bigger than what God can do. Keep your eyes on 

God and not on your needs or on people who can 

employ or assist you financially. He is your Father 

and He will take care of you: And my God will 

meet all your needs according to his glorious 

riches in Christ Jesus. (Php.4:19) 

 

25 Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your 

life, what you will eat or drink; or about your 

body, what you will wear. Is not life more 

important than food, and the body more important 

than clothes? 26 Look at the birds of the air; they 

do not sow or reap or store away in barns, and yet 

your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not 

much more valuable than they? (Mt.6:25-26) 

 

31 So do not worry, saying, “What shall we eat?”

1 A shoot will come up from the stump of Jesse;  

from his roots a Branch will bear fruit. 2 The Spirit 

of the Lord will rest on him ─ the Spirit of wisdom 

and of understanding, the Spirit of counsel and of 

power, the Spirit of knowledge and of the fear of 

the Lord (Is.11:1-2) 

 

For I will pour water on the thirsty land, and 

streams on the dry ground; I will pour out my 

Spirit on your offspring, and my blessing on your 

descendants.

1 Who is this coming from Edom, from Bozrah, 

with his garments stained crimson? Who is this, 

robed in splendour, striding forward in the 

greatness of his strength?

Whenever you are arrested and brought to trial, do 

not worry beforehand about what to say. Just say 

whatever is given you at the time, for it is not you 

speaking, but the Holy Spirit. (Mk.13:11) 

 

1 Jesus, full of the Holy Spirit, returned from the 

Jordan and was led by the Spirit in the desert, 2 

where for forty days he was tempted by the devil. 

He ate nothing during those days, and at the end of 

them he was hungry. (Lk.4:1-2) 

 

If you then, though you are evil, know how to give 

good gifts to your children, how much more will 

your Father in heaven give the Holy Spirit to those 

who ask him! (Lk.11:13) 

 

The wind blows wherever it pleases. You hear its 

sound, but you cannot tell where it comes from or 

where it is going. So it is with everyone born of 

the Spirit. (Jn.3:8) 

 

The Spirit gives life; the flesh counts for nothing. 

The words I have spoken to you are spirit and they 

are life. (Jn.6:63) 

 

38 Whoever believes in me, as the Scripture has 

said, streams of living water will flow from within 

him. 39 By this he meant the Spirit, whom those 

who believed in him were later to receive. Up to 

that time the Spirit had not been given, since Jesus 

had not yet been glorified. (Jn.7:38-39) 

 

10 The thief comes only to steal and kill and 

destroy; I have come that they may have life, and 

have it to the full. 23 In that day you will no longer 

ask me anything. I tell you the truth, my Father 

will give you whatever you ask in my name. 24 

Until now you have not asked for anything in my 

name. Ask and you will receive, and your joy will 

be complete. (Jn.10:10; 16:23-24) 

 

16 And I will ask the Father, and he will give you 

another Counsellor to be with you forever ─ 17 the 

Spirit of truth. The world cannot accept him, 

because it neither sees him nor knows him. But 

you know him, for he lives with you and will be in 

you.

But the Counsellor, the Holy Spirit, whom the 

Father will send in my name, will teach you all 

things and will remind you of everything I have 

said to you.

When the Counsellor comes, whom I will send to 

you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who goes 

out from the Father, he will testify about me. 

(Jn.15:26) 

 

13 But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will 

guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his 

own; he will speak only what he hears, and he will 

tell you what is yet to come. 14 He will bring glory 

to me by taking from what is mine and making it 

known to you. 15 All that belongs to the Father is 

mine. That is why I said the Spirit will take from 

what is mine and make it known to you. (Jn.16:13-

15) 

 

7 But I tell you the truth: It is for your good that I 

am going away. Unless I go away, the Counsellor 

will not come to you; but if I go, I will send him to 

you. 8 When he comes, he will convict the world 

of guilt in regard to sin and righteousness and 

judgement: 9 in regard to sin, because men do not 

believe in me; 10 in regard to righteousness, 

because I am going to the Father, where you can 

see me no longer; 11 and in regard to judgement, 

because the prince of this world now stands 

condemned.

4 All 

of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began 

to speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled 

them. (Ac.2:1-4) 
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17 “In the last days,” God says, “I will pour out 

my Spirit on all people. Your sons and daughters 

will prophesy, your young men will see visions, 

your old men will dream dreams.

38 Peter replied, “Repent and be baptised, every 

one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ for the 

forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the 

gift of the Holy Spirit. 39 The promise is for you 

and your children and for all who are far off ─ for 

all whom the Lord our God will call.” (Ac.2:38-

39) 

 

29 Now, Lord, consider their threats and enable 

your servants to speak your word with great 

boldness. 30 Stretch out your hand to heal and 

perform miraculous signs and wonders through the 

name of your holy servant Jesus. 31 After they 

prayed, the place where they were meeting was 

shaken. And they were all filled with the Holy 

Spirit and spoke the word of God boldly. (Ac.4:29-

Brothers, choose seven men from among you who 

are known to be full of the Spirit and wisdom. We 

will turn this responsibility over to them (Ac.6:3) 

 

5 This proposal pleased the whole group.

the Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom you have 

received from God? You are not your own; 20 you 

were bought at a price. Therefore honour God with 

your body. (1 Cor.6:19-20) 

 

Now to each one the manifestation of the Spirit is 

given for the common good. (1 Cor.12:7) 
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5 Not that we are competent in ourselves to claim 

anything for ourselves, but our competence comes 

from God. 6 He has made us competent as 

ministers of a new covenant ─ not of the letter but 

of the Spirit; for the letter kills, but the Spirit gives 

life. (2 Cor.3:5-6)

Against such things 

there is no law. 25 Since we live by the Spirit, let 

us keep in step with the Spirit. (Ga.5:22-23, 25) 

 

And you also were included in Christ when you 

heard the word of truth, the gospel of your 

salvation. Having believed, you were marked in 

him with a seal, the promised Holy Spirit. 

(Eph.1:13) 

 

Make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit 

through the bond of peace. (Eph.4:3) 

 

And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, with 

whom you were sealed for the day of redemp-tion. 

(Eph.4:30) 

 

Do not get drunk on wine, which leads to 

debauchery. Instead, be filled with the Spirit. 

(Eph.5:18) 

 

17 Take the helmet of salvation and the sword of 

the Spirit, which is the word of God. 18 And pray 

in the Spirit on all occasions with all kinds of 

prayers and requests. With this in mind, be alert 

and always keep on praying for all the saints. 

(Eph.6:17-18) 

 

For I know that through your prayers and the help 

given by the Spirit of Jesus Christ, what has 

happened to me will turn out for my deliverance. 

(Php.1:19) 

 

To this end I labour, struggling with all his energy, 

which so powerfully works in me. (Col.1:29) 

 

For God did not give us a spirit of timidity, but a 

spirit of power, of love and of self-discipline. (2 

Tim.1:7) 

 

5 He saved us, not because of righteous things we 

had done, but because of his mercy. He saved us 

through the washing of rebirth and renewal by the 

Holy Spirit, 6 whom he poured out on us 

generously through Jesus Christ our Saviour, 

(Tit.3:5-6) 

 

God also testified to it by signs, wonders and 

various miracles, and gifts of the Holy Spirit 

distributed according to his will. (Heb.2:4) 

 

If anyone speaks, he should do it as one speaking 

the very words of God. If anyone serves, he should 

do it with the strength God provides, so that in all 

things God may be praised through Jesus Christ. 

To him be the glory and the power for ever and 

ever.

This discourages the 

devil, especially since it is the truth.He will, 

however, persist trying to draw us away from these 

truths and to make us believe that we are losing 

ths battle. 

 

The other part of the truth about being a 
Christian: This is not all that the Word of God 

says about us It was Martin Luther who said on 

occasion: “The more holy, the more sinful.” With 

that he meant that the closer we get to God and the 

more holy we live, the more we discover our 

sinfulness and brokenness and how dependant we 

reallu are of the Lord. Out of the reformation of 

the sixteenth century comes the expression simul 

justus et peccator which means: saint and sinner 

simultaneously. There are two dangers in the 

Christian life. We can become so aware of who we 

are in Christ, that we are hallowed and that we are 

conquerors, that we don’t understand we are sinful 

and broken people at the same time. On the other 

hand, we may be so concious of our sinfulness tha 

we do not realise our victory in Christ and live 

accordingly. 

 

Here we are dealing with a spiritual paradox.What 

is a paradox? A paradox is an apparent 

contradiction.It seems to be an absurd,, illogical, 

contradictory statement. It is a statement that 

seemingly, cannot be explained logically at the 

outset. It can also have the meaning of a statement 

which is in conflict with the accepted view.Martin 

Luther’s statement is a paradox. The expression 

simul justus et peccator is a pradoxial statement. 

Unfortunately it is true that in the spiritual life we 

mostly cannot express ourselves other than in the 

form of a paradox. 

 

For what I do is not the good I want to do; no, the 

evil I do not want to do ─ this I keep on doing. 

(Rm.7:19) 

 

But we have this treasure in jars of clay to show 

that this all-surpassing power is from God and not 

from us. (2 Cor.4:7)  

 

But I see another law at work in the members of 

my body, waging war against the law of my mind 

and making me a prisoner of the law of sin at work 

within my members. (Rm.7:23) 

 

Now if we are children, then we are heirs ─ heirs 

of God and co-heirs with Christ, if indeed we share 

in his sufferings in order that we may also share in 

his glory. (Rm.8:17) 

 

Now I rejoice in what was suffered for you, and I 

fill up in my flesh what is still lacking in regard to 

Christ’s afflictions, for the sake of his body, which 

is the church. (Col.1:24) 

 

In fact, everyone who wants to live a godly life in 

Christ Jesus will be persecuted, (2 Tim.3:12) 

 

7 Submit yourselves, then, to God. Resist the 

devil, and he will flee from you. 8 Be self-

controlled and alert.

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The Hour that Changes the World  
 

An hour seems a very long time to spend in prayer, 

especially for young Christians. How can I spend 

an hour in prayer meaningfully without repeating 

myself, and without it becoming boring and a 

burden? Dick Eastman suggests in his book The 

Hour that Changes the World that we divide an 

hour into 12 periods of 5 minutes each. You 

change to another form of prayer after every 5 

minutes. The following is his method: 

  

1. Praise and worship 

2. Waiting on the Lord 

3. Confession 

4. Praying Scripture 

5. Watching 

6. Intercession 

7. Petitions 

8. Thanksgiving 

9. Song 

10. Meditation 

11. Listening 

12. Praise

This book of Dick Eastman is a valuable asset and 

one can hardly improve on it. I would whole-

heartedly recommend it. There is a summary at the 

end of each of the twelve chapters. The following 

is a short synopsis of each of the 12 aspects of 

prayer: 

  

Praise ─ is an act of commitment to God. Through 

praise we acknowledge God for who He is, exalt 

Him with our words, our whole being and our 

attitude, in prayer. All prayer should start with 

praise. Ps.115:1 says: “Not to us, o Lord, not to us 

but to your Name be the glory, because of your 

love and faithfulness.” We praise Him for his 

Name, His justice, love, holiness, omnipotence, 

greatness, faithfulness, his Word, his creation, his 

redemption, etc. You can for instance, use a 

different theme each time in this time span of 

praise and worship. Expand on this theme as much 

as possible, meditate on it, weigh the practical 

implications of it on your life and the lives of 

others. Watch out, though for a mere repetition of 

words. 

 

Waiting on the Lord ─ is an act of silent love or 

adoration of God. It incorporates worship and 

praise to God for who He is. It is to worship God 

and to praise Him for who He is. During this 

period of silence we tune in to (adjust ourselves to) 

God Himself, we direct our whole being to Him 

and commit ourselves to Him anew. We rejoice in 

and over his presence. Ps.46:10 says: “Be still and 

know that I am God.” We can say that this is a 

very intimate form of communication between 

God and ourselves; it is I, as the limited (shackled) 

and finite being, before God who is the unlimited 

and infinite Being. We make sure at this point that 

we are in contact with God. This time of waiting 

on the Lord cannot be hurried, there is no place for 

impatience and haste here. During this time you 

think of nothing else but God the Father, his Son 

Jesus your Redeemer, and the Holy Spirit. You 

need not express your thoughts in words. 

Concentrate on your relationship with God and 

your love for Him. 

 

Confession ─ is the condition of admission to 

God. This is a time of self-examination 

(introspection) and allowing the Holy Spirit to 

point out any unconfessed sin to you. I 

acknowledge my sin and sinfulness before the 

Lord during this period; I confess my sin and turn 

my back on it; I break with my sin and accept the 

Lord’s forgiveness. Confession is the cleansing of 
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the Christian. Sin builds a wall between us and 

God so that God will not hear us. (Is.59:1-2) Our 

sins are paid for and forgiven solely through the 

blood of the Lord Jesus Christ on the grounds of 

his death on the Cross. I don’t ask God to change 

the circumstances during confession, but that He 

will forgive and change me. Confess each form of 

failure, negligence and sin. Also see chapter 4 in 

connection with this. 

 

Praying Scripture ─ To be able to pray in a 

balanced way, I have to spend time in the Word. I 

must get to know God’s promises and pray them to 

God. The promises of God create faith. In the first 

place, the Bible is a book that has to be believed 

and obeyed. During this period I ask, “Lord what 

promises can I make my own; what commands 

must I obey, what warnings must I pay attention 

to?” The Word is our prayer manual. We must 

remind the Lord of his promises in his Word day 

and night. As you read Scripture, ask the Lord how 

to apply it in your life and in your prayer time. 

Your prayers must become quotations from 

Scripture more and more. Take a special look at 

the quotation from George Muller’s autobiography 

in chapter 10 and take another look at chapter 8. 

 

Watching ─ a time of spiritual perception 

(observation) to be spiritually aware of matters to 

pray for. It will lead to praying for the needs of 

others and some of your own needs. You tune into 

the Lord, and ask the Holy Spirit specifically to 

draw your attention to specific matters, so that you 

can pray for them. Be especially wary and alert for 

the onslaughts of the evil one during this time. 

Pray and ask the Holy Spirit to show you the plans, 

methods, strongholds and strategies of the evil one. 

Paul teaches us to watch and pray with 

thanksgiving. “Devote yourselves to prayer, being 

watchful and thankful.” (Col.4:2) Satan will 

certainly try to keep you from praying and confuse 

you so that you cannot concentrate. Be wary, 

rebuke and resist him. Be sure to pray 

purposefully. What are the problems people 

experience while teaching the Gospel? Pray for 

that. Are there things reported in the newspapers, 

things that we hear on the radio or see on the 

television that we should pray for? Things like 

economic problems, political unrest, wars, etc. 

 

Intercession ─ to intercede for others, to pray for 

others. In intercession we concentrate on the needs 

and distress of others ─ we stand in the gap for 

someone else. Intercession is God’s method to get 

his children involved in his plan for the world. We 

become involved in world evangelization during 

intercession. When you intercede you stand at 

God’s side and you work with Him for the 

salvation or the benefit of someone else. By 

faithful intercession you can do as much as those 

who are physically in the field. Work out a 

systematic plan for intercession, start with your 

own household and family, then your friends and 

church, then your town, your country and lastly, 

the whole world (see chapters 13 and 14). Every 

Christian should have a burden for lost souls and a 

world in need. Remember the church of the Lord 

also needs intercession. Intercession is not only on 

behalf of unbelievers. Spiritual warfare is an 

element of intercessory prayer that deserves a 

specific place in our prayer time. Pray and ask the 

Lord to show you through the working of the Holy 

Spirit where the powers of evil are at work. Bind 

evil forces in Jesus’ Name, break their strongholds 

and resist them. Resist the devil, don’t give him a 

hold in your life. Jesus conquered the evil one on 

the Cross. We as believers must proclaim his 

victory in each area of life. Spiritual warfare will 

also be part of your prayer time during watching 

and petition. 

 

Petition ─ for your personal needs. The believer 

may and should come to his Father and pray for 

his own personal needs. And he can pray 

expectantly, even for the smallest things. During 

this period we pray for our “daily bread” and we 

also pray for spiritual strengthening and equipment 

for our lives and work as believers. I look to the 

Lord in total dependence to meet my needs. We 

must never ask out of selfishness. No, our requests 

must bring praise to our Father. Anticipate what 

your needs are going to be during the day in this 

period, and pray for them. John Rice said, “Prayer 

is asking and receiving.” Tell the Lord why you 

ask these things from Him, thus ensuring that your 

intentions are pure. Come with frankness, as our 

Father wants to meet our needs gladly. 

 

Thanksgiving ─ is to acknowledge your 

appreciation to the Lord for what He has done for 

you and others. During this period I thank God for 

who He is, his gifts, his answers to my prayers, his 

care and provision. Thank the Lord for spiritual, 

material, physical and any other blessings. Be 

specific in your thanksgiving and beware of 

generalisations. Tell the Lord why you are 

grateful. Think about the day or days gone by, and 

thank the Lord for everything which you have 
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received from Him. 

 

Song ─ is melodious worship. Song does not have 

to be used during communal worship only. The 

intercessor can sing his own (new) song to the 

Lord or make use of existing songs as 

circumstances determine. Song and spiritual 

warfare (our battle with the evil one) are 

inextricably linked to each other. During this 

period one praises, worships, exalts and adores 

your Father in song. Your singing can take the 

form of praise songs, songs that testify to God’s 

power and grace, thanksgiving and songs about 

God’s Name. To sing to the glory of the Lord is 

definitely a command from God. (Ps.100) Sing 

enthusiastically and heartily, because you are 

exalting God. The attitude of your heart and the 

fact that you are carrying out his instructions are of 

greater value to the Lord than whether you can 

sing beautifully, or can sing in tune. 

 

Meditation ─ means to reflect upon or examine a 

matter more closely (deeply), to evaluate it 

spiritually. During this period I think about the 

Being and the nature of the Triune God, his 

creation and great deeds. You can use a portion of 

Scripture to reflect upon, a Psalm for instance, but 

also other portions. Christian meditation is the 

opposite of Eastern meditation. To the Christian, 

meditation is an active process of evaluation, 

searching and pondering, where he uses his full 

intellect and is led by Scripture and the Holy Spirit 

in his meditation. Meditation is to ponder in a 

disciplined way. Beware that Satan does not plant 

his thoughts into your mind. Also beware of 

negative thoughts during this time. Consider 

everything that is true, pure, noble, right, beautiful 

and praiseworthy. When you meditate on a certain 

portion of Scripture you must ask yourself among 

other things, what this portion means to you. 

 

Listening ─ is a period during which you ask the 

Lord to reveal new things to you, things that He 

wants you to notice and pay attention to. You 

deliberately ask God to reveal his will and 

strategies/plans to you. In waiting on the Lord the 

emphasis is on loving God. During meditation we 

want to learn more from God. During the period of 

listening we want to hear what God wants to say to 

us. During this period I ask, “Lord, what do you 

expect from me; What is your will for me?” You 

can also ask the Lord specific questions, perhaps 

some difficult questions that you do not have the 

answers to. Be sensitive to the Holy Spirit. Write 

down all the thoughts that, in your opinion, come 

from the Lord, and put them to the test in 

Scripture. Use them as directives for the execution 

of God’s command. Be careful not to say 

immediately, “The Lord said this and that to me.” 

Always test if the Lord is still with you in the 

matter and be prepared to make a change of 

course, if necessary. 

 

Worship ─ to exalt God and say of Him: “I know 

who I am praying to and I trust Him with my 

prayers (supplications).” This is a period of 

jubilation before the Lord. Let your AMEN be 

strong at the end and confirm thus that you believe 

that God has heard you and will answer you. 

Amen means “it is true and sure,” “so shall it be.” 

This “method” of prayer can be applied 

meaningfully by individuals and by prayer groups. 

Of course you don’t have to keep to 5 minutes. It 

can be shorter or longer. Eventually each 

individual will develop his own method or style. 

All the elements do not have to be present during 

each prayer session. You will also notice that some 

of these sections overlap each other. Initially keep 

to the scheme, but be free to do it in a different 

order or to incorporate two or three aspects with 

each other. 
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Jabez’s Prayer 
 

How to use the prayer of Jabez to pray 

for one hour 
 

In 1 Chr.4: 9-10 we read of Jabez, a man who 

enjoyed greater respect than his brothers: “Jabez 

was honourable above his brothers (was 

honoured more than his brothers): but his 

mother named him Jabez (sorrow maker), 

saying, ‘Because I bore him in pain’. Jabez 

cried to the God of Israel, saying, ‘Oh that you 

would bless me and enlarge my border, and 

that your hand might be with me, and you 

would keep me from evil so it might not hurt 

me!’ And God granted his request.” 

 

This is an exceptional prayer. Most probably, the 

reason why Jabez was more honoured than his 

brothers is to be found in this prayer. Jabez’s 

prayer is a useful model for people who wish to 

pray meaningfully for an hour. If one spends 

approximately 8-9 minutes on each of the elements 

that may be discerned in this prayer, it would take 

up about an hour.  

 

1. Call upon the Name of the Lord. (Jabez 

cried to the God of Israel) 
Start by calling on the Name of the Lord. This is 

what Jabez did. In Gn.4:26b we read: “At that time 

men began to call [upon God] by the name of the 

Lord.” In dozens of places in the Bible we read 

about people “calling upon the Name of the Lord.” 

 

Gn.32:26-28 – 26 Then the man said, “Let me go, 

for it is daybreak.” But Jacob replied, “I will not 

let you go unless you bless me.” 27 The man asked 

him, “What is your name?” “Jacob,” he answered. 

28 Then the man said, “Your name will no longer 

be Jacob, but Israel, because you have struggled 

with God and with men and have overcome.” Pray 

like Jacob, who became a prince with God through 

laying hold of God, wrestling with God. 

 

Practical exercise: Be still before the Lord 

Almighty and focus on Him only. Consider the 

different names of the Lord. Start your time of 

prayer every day by focussing on 10 to 15 of the 

Names of God (or as many as are meaningful to 

you). The names of God reflect his character: they 

reveal what He wishes us to know about Him and 

what He want to do for us. When we call upon the 

Name of the Lord, we should keep the following in 

mind: 

� Remember what his Name(s) represent. 

� Rejoice and delight in his Name. 

� Express your love for Him and your faith by 

using /calling his Name. 

� Believe in his Name. 

� Make your prayer requests in his Name. 

� Stand upon the authority of his Name. 

� Rebuke Satan in his Name. 

� Sanctify your prayers in his Name. 

� Obtain the support of the triune God by using 

his Name. 

� Use his Name as your shelter and your 

strength. 

 

2. Lord, bless me 

Jabez’s first prayer request was, “Oh, that you 
would bless me (grant me Godly favour).” 
He asks for unlimited blessing ─ that God would 

shower his blessings upon him; bless him 

abundantly. Jabez knew the secret of invoking 

God’s blessing upon himself. 

 

What does the word “bless” mean? Within a 

religious context, a blessing refers to the favour of 

God; that God will grant prosperity; that God will 

help and protect. It implies God’s goodwill; that 

man will receive only the best from God; that God 

will grant success and make him happy. 

Whomever is blessed by God shall receive from 

Him all that is good and beautiful. Have you ever 

asked for God’s blessing on your life, fully 

expecting that He will give it? If we do not have 

God’s blessing, God’s favour, we have nothing to 

give to others as it is only from the abundance that 

God gives us that we can again give unto others. 

Study the following Scriptures: Nm.6:24-27 ─ The 

Lord bless you and watch, guard and keep you. 

The Lord make His face to shine upon and 

enlighten you and be gracious to you. The Lord lift 

up His countenance upon you and give you 

peace.And they shall put my name upon the 

Israelites, and I will bless them. Eph.1:3 ─ May 

blessing be to the God and Father of our Lord 

Jesus Christ Who has blessed us in Christ with 

every spiritual blessing in the heavenly realm! 

Gn.12:3 ─ And I will bless those who bless you 

and curse him who curses or uses insolent 

language towards you; in you will all the families 
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and kindred of the earth be blessed. 

 

According to these passages from Scripture God 

wishes to bless us and because He blesses us we 

should be a blessing unto others. According to 

Nm.6:27 it was the duty of the priests to call the 

Name of the Lord upon the Israelites. In other 

words, it was their duty to bless them. As all 

believers are priests of God (1 Pe.2:9-10) we are 

called to do the same to the people around us. 

 

Organise this part of your time of prayer as 

follows: Ask God the Father to bless you.  

� Pray about your personal needs, pray for your 

own crises. 

� Ask God to pour his abundance and favour 

upon you. Speak to God about the desires of 

your heart. God wants to bless you. Ask Him 

for both the small and the big things in life: He 

is your Father and it pleases Him to care for his 

children. 

� Ask God the Father to bless you and your 

family. 

� Ask God the Father to bless your church. 

� Ask God the Father to bless the nations.  

� Pray for different countries and populations 

groups by name.  

 

3. Lord, enlarge my territory 

Jabez’s second prayer request to the Almighty God 

was: Enlarge my border/territory/ coast 

(increase/extend it).  

 

So many Christians pray only for protection, 

safety, or just to stay alive. God the Father has 

called us as kings, priests and prophets to take the 

gospel of peace to the ends of the earth. (Mt.28:18-

20) This is what Jesus taught his disciples in the 

Our Father when He prayed, Let Thy Kingdom 

come. In Is.54:2-3 the people of Israel are given 

the following command: Enlarge the place of your 

tent, and let the curtains of your habitations be 

stretched out; spare not; lengthen your cords and 

strengthen your stakes, for you will spread abroad 

to the right hand and to the left; and your offspring 

will possess the nations and make desolate cities to 

be inhabited. 

      

Jabez asked the Lord to give him a larger 

territory. God wishes also to extend your territory, 

your area of spiritual responsibility. Imagine what 

would happen if every day you prayed earnestly, 

“Lord extend my territory. Give me greater 

spiritual responsibility in your Kingdom. Give me 

more people to lead to You, more people for 

whom I can pray, more work to do for You.” If 

you pray this from today on for the rest of your 

life, just imagine what God would be able to 

accomplish through you. God did this for Jabez 

and He wants to do it for each one of us. Are you 

ready to be more involved in the Kingdom, to do 

more for the Lord, to take on greater 

responsibility, to dream bigger dreams, and to ask 

God for a greater spiritual vision? 

 

Every time you pray, ask the Lord to extend your 

territory. Listen to what God wishes to say to you 

and make yourself available to God so that He can 

do more and greater things through you so that 

others may be blessed. Set aside this time in your 

hour of prayer to pray for the extension of the 

Kingdom. When you pray that God will extend 

your territory, also ask it for your family your 

church and for the Church all over the world. 

 

4. Lord, let your hand be with me 
Jabez’s third request was: Let your hand be with 

me (that your power and presence will be in my 

life). In the language of the New Testament, Jabez 

asked, “Give me your spiritual power. Fill me with 

the Holy Spirit.” 

 

The moment that God blesses you and extends 

your territory, you will immediately begin to find 

yourself in situations in which you will realise that 

the work and the responsibilities that God has 

given you surpass your human capabilities. Only 

then will begin to realise that you cannot do the 

Lord’s work in your own spiritual strength. People 

cannot live spiritual lives in their own strength. It 

is at this point that we call out to God in 

desperation and beg Him to fill us with the Holy 

Spirit and give us his Godly strength. 

 

In Ac.1:8 the Lord promised, “But you shall 

receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon 

you, and you shall be my witnesses in Jerusalem 

and all Judea and Samaria and to the ends of the 

earth.” Eph.5:18 admonishes us to be, ever be 

filled with the Holy Spirit. In Eph.3:16-21 the 

apostle Paul prays: May he grant you out of the 

rich treasury of his glory to be strengthened and 

reinforced with mighty power in the inner man by 

the Spirit. May Christ through your faith dwell in 

your hearts! May you be rooted deep in love and 

founded securely on love. That you may have the 

power and be strong to apprehend and grasp with 

all the saints what is the breadth and length and 
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height and depth of it. That you may come to know 

the love of Christ, which far surpasses mere 

knowledge; that you may be filled unto all the 

fullness of God! Now to him who, by the power 

that is at work within us, is able to do super-

abundantly, far over and above all that we dare 

ask or think, to him be glory in the church and in 

Christ Jesus throughout all generations forever 

and ever. Amen. 

 

During this period of your time of prayer you can 

pray for the power of God in your life, that you 

may be filled with the Holy Spirit, and that the 

Hand of God will be upon you. You can pray for 

God’s presence in your life, that his supernatural 

power and presence will empower you and guide 

you to do his will. Pray this for yourself, your 

family, your church, for other congregations and 

for the Church all over the world. 

 

5. Lord, keep me from evil 

Jabez’s fourth prayer was: Keep me from evil so 

it might not hurt me (so that I will not experience 

pain nor cause pain). This is exactly what Jesus 

taught his disciples in the Lord’s Prayer: Let us 

not come into temptation, but deliver us from evil. 

(Mt.6:13) In 2 Th.3:3 Paul says, “Yet the Lord is 

faithful, and He will strengthen and set you on a 

firm foundation and guard you from the evil one.” 

In Jas.4:7 James, the brother of Jesus, teaches: “Be 

subject to God. Resist the devil and he will flee 

from you.” The apostle Peter warns in 1 Pe.5:8: 

“Be well balanced, be vigilant and cautious at all 

times; for that enemy of yours, the devil, roams 

around like a lion roaring, seeking someone to 

seize upon and devour.” 

 

During this period of your hour of prayer pray that 

God will not lead you into temptation; that no evil 

will befall you; that there will be no pain and 

anguish in your life. Pray that God will protect you 

from attacks and temptations by the evil one and 

that if the devil should attack you, the Lord God 

will give you the victory. Pray this prayer for 

yourself, your family, your church, and for 

believers all over the world.  

 

6. Lord, help me not to cause any pain 
Literally, Jabez means the one who causes pain. 

The word may, however, be translated in two 

ways: meaning either “That I experience no 

anguish/pain” or “that I shall not cause pain.” For 

the purposes of this hour of prayer, let us choose to 

give it the second meaning.  

 

Pray that you will not cause pain in the lives of 

others. Pray that the Lord will help you not to hurt 

others by your actions, words, deeds or what you 

neglect to do. Pray for spiritual insight and 

sensitivity with regard to the physical, practical 

and spiritual needs of others so that you may be a 

blessing to them. Confess your sins and 

weaknesses and resolve to refrain from doing 

whatever the Lord lays upon your heart that may 

be to the detriment of others, cause pain in their 

lives or cause them not to receive or experience 

God’s blessing. Pray for practical opportunities in 

your daily life to ease pain and to be a blessing to 

someone. Pray this prayer for yourself, your 

church and for other believers as God lays their 

names upon your hearts.  

 

7. Praise and thanksgiving 

At the end of Jabez’s prayer we read: And God 

granted his request. Does the fact that God 

answers prayers not give reason for praise and 

thanksgiving? Mt.7:7-8 reads: Ask and it will be 

given you; keep on seeking and you will find; 

keeps on knocking and the door will be opened to 

you. According to Jas.4:2-3: (We) do not have 

because (we) do not ask. Or (we) ask and fail to 

receive because (we) ask with wrong purpose and 

evil, selfish motives. (Our) intention is to spend it 

in sensual pleasures. God answers prayer. Many 

people receive nothing from God because they do 

not pray. Those who pray, receive much from God. 

 

Use the last minutes of your hour of prayer to 

thank God for answers to prayer and to praise Him 

for his goodness. You may use some of the Psalms 

to praise and worship God. Close your hour of 

prayer on a triumphant and victorious note by 

thanking God. Praise and worship Him.  

 

Take Note: 

1. Jabez prayed ─ he didn’t just complain. No, he 

called on the name of the Lord. 

2. He prayed with boldness ─ cried out to God. 

24 And Jacob was left alone; and there 

wrestled a man with him until the breaking of 

the day. 25 And when he saw that he prevailed 

not against him, he touched the hollow of his 

thigh; and the hollow of Jacob’s thigh was out 

of joint, as he wrestled with him. 26 And he 

said, Let me go, for the day breaketh.And he 

said, I will not let thee go, except thou bless 

me. 27 And he said unto him, What is thy 

name? And he said, Jacob. 28 And he said, Thy 
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name shall be called no more Jacob, but 

Israel: for as a prince hast thou power with 

God and with men, and hast prevailed. 

Because Jacob called out to God in prayer, 

held on and wrestled with Him, God changed 

his name from Jacob (Deceiver) to Israel 

(Prince with God). 

3. He prayed a God size prayer. He asked of God 

what was humanly impossible. Jabez was in a 

hopeless and desperate situation, but because 

he called out God. He did the impossible 

because God is God of the impossible. 

4. He prayed till God answered ─ not just till He 

heard. So many people pray once or twice and 

then stop. Persevere in prayer, pray it through, 

until you have an answer from God. 

 

Become an intercessor like Jabez 
1. Begin every day by praying Jabez’s prayer. 

Every day! To discipline yourself, tick the days 

that you prayed this prayer off on a calendar. Do 

not make it a ritual prayer. Pray this prayer 

earnestly every day, with a genuine expectation 

that God will hear your prayer. 

2. Secondly, begin to put time aside.  

3. Try, as far as possible, to spend an hour in 

prayer every day. 

4. Start a prayer group and pray together at least 

once a week for an hour. As soon as the group 

grows to more than 7, divide and start a second 

group. 

5. Use Jabez’s prayer to pray for yourself, your 

family, your church, the country and the ends of 

the earth. 

 

 
 

6. Start keeping a personal prayer journal of the 

changes that occur in your life, answers to prayer, 

spiritual breakthroughs and God’s blessings in 

your life. 

7. Read the book The Prayer of Jabez by Bruce 

Wilkinson, founder and president of WaLk.Thru 

the Bible. The following two books are also highly 

recommended: The Hour That Changes the 

World by Dick Eastman and Could You Not Tarry 

One Hour by Larry Lea.
